Ottawa, Feb. 23—In the House og 

Commons yesterday the debate was re­
sumed on the resolution olC. G. Pow­
er, Liberal member for Quebec South 
that the civil service act of 1918 be 
•repealed. The resolution was opposed 
by J. T. Shaw, Independent member 
for Calgary west. Mr. Shaw said that 
the act of 1912 had been passed fol­
lowing a definite mandate from the 
people, whereas the ^people had given 
no mandate for a return to the old 
system of patronage appointment to 
the civil service.

During the debate the Premier as­
serted that he was entirely in ftvor 
of the ciyU service act and of the com­
mission, but he felt that the act was 
unworkable as it stood at- present. He 
believed that 1£ was best to appoint a 
parliamentary committee to consider 
what amendments were best.

J. J. Hughes, Liberal, Kings, PLE.l., 
moved an amendment to the resolution 
to the effect that a special committee 
be appointed for the purpose of investi­
gating the civil service act as it is

The House divided on the amend­
ment, which was carried by a vote of 
103 to 66. Mr. Power voted for the 
amendment, as did the entire Liberal 
party, while the Conservatives were 
solidly against. The Progressives were 
divided, with Robert Forke, the leader, 
voting against. ••

The resolution, as amended, earned 
Without a recorded vote.

On the motion of the premier, the 
redistribution bill was referred ,to a 
special committee off 19 members, who 
will delimit the constituencies.
