| Pood Situation Abroad Very Grave
—~8everal Crops Are Report-

ed Short.

{ Wheat, Rye and Potatoes Liess Than in
Many Years—Engla.nd’s, Crop
Pretjy Fair.'

Springfield, Mass,, Aug. 25.—An’ ex-
tensive’inquiry into European crop con-
ditiohs conducted by the Orange Judd
syndicate of agricultural papers, includ-
ing the American Agricniturisi, of New
Yox}_(, the Orange Judd Farmer; of Chi-
cago, and thé New England, Homestead,
of Springfield,  Mass., indicate that the
food crop situation-abroad is very .grave.
: Estimates of Europe’s (including Eng-
land) néeds of wheat imports range all
the way from 300,000,000 to 400,000,000
bushels;. Europe’s wheat crops for 1895,
1894 and 1893 averaged about 1,500,000,-
000 bushels.; In the famine year of 1891
it. was only 1,200,000,000.. The impres-

wheat crop this year is even less than in
1891. ;

But this it not the worst of it. Europe
usually produces as much rye as she
does wheat. It is *he bread grain of the
masses. The rye crop of the principal
Evropean countries:-has averaged above
,1,300.000.000 bushzls annuaily: for 1896,
1895, 1894 and 1893. .'This season the
rye. crop of these countries cannot muc
exceed 875,000,000 bushels. :

Quite as bad is the potato prospect.
Only. about 1,850,000,000 bushels of po-
tatoes will be harvested 'in these coun-
tries: this year. Without regard to the
United” Kingdem-. or -other KEuropean
| ccumtries, there ;is’ a shortage of some
billion' bushel$ of potatoes. ‘ i
| The¢ Buropean shortage compared with
the average follows:

Wheat, 300,000,000 bushels.

Rye, 325,000,000 bushels.

Potateés, 1,000,000,000 bushels,

Total, '1,625,000,000 bushels.

“Yes, there is a feeling that American
finance is still in an unsettled condition.
There has been no such restoration of
as would be calculated to
make any difference in the impression
that has prevailed for some time, and as
to your original question, my view on
the whole is"that there s no ground at
present for expecting any substantial
movement of gold fo America from Eng-
land.”

“But will there not be large payments
coming due for wheat at its. enhanced
value?’ g :

“Yes, mainly from the continent, but
not from England, where the harvest
has been almost a ‘bountiful one and to
a large extent is saved already.”

! RECONQUEST OF THE SOUDAN.

Gunboats ‘of the Anglo-Egyptian Cam-
paign Pass the Fourth Cataract.

Cairo, Aug. 26.—It is reported here
that four gunboats belonging to the An-
glo-Egyptian expedition for the recon-
quest of the Soudan have already passed
the fourth cataract on the Nile, beyond
Merawi, and that the passage was effect-
ed in a much more easy manner than was
expected. One of the boats has reached
AL‘t')u Hamed, now the extreme ‘southern
point of the British advance,. though it
is quite possible that a dash will be made
for Berber, beyond the fifth' catlaract,
shortly. :

HE SWEARS FIDELITY

At a Public Meeting the Ameer ‘of
A.fgha.nistan Proclaims  His
Loyalty To Britain.

This News Has Had a Reassuring Ef-
ect Both in India and
in London. -

Ix)_x}don, Aug. 26.—The importadt news
that the ameer has sworn fidelity to
Great Britain and’ read dispatches
which passed between Cabul and Simla
at an open public meeting, has had a re-
assuring effect both in India and here,
tei?ding to remove any. doubt of his loy-
alty.

Inquiries at the Indian office late last
night elicited the information that the
question of sending troops from England
remains open, as'it is believed that the
forces already on the. frontier will prove
sufficient. i

The Standard this morning takes the
government to task for having Ieft Khy-
ber Pass without British rtroops. It
says: “The whole scheme of protecting
the pass collapsed like a house of cards.
As the pass has been kept open, how-
ever, for sixteen years by the local rifles,
it is rather late to complain of the sys-
tem.  The Afridis must now be called to
.account for closing'it. No doubt a sub-
sidy -will be called for afier severe pun-
ishment has been’ administered; dand the
border land and pass will be absorbed.”

Quetta, Beloochistan, ‘Aug. 26.—The
British agent held a meeting. here yes-
terday, which was attended hy the lead-
ing -chiefs. He addressed them in a
friendly tone, but warned ‘them sternly”
of the consequence of disobedience. It
i$ believed that these prompt measures
have frustrated serious designs. One. of
the  three principal chiefs arrested om
Tesday on the arival of the Mushkaf-
Botan train, upon which he had beem
induced ‘to come here to meet the Brit-
ish ‘agent, ‘was liberdted to-day on cer-
tain terms. ‘He is one of the most in-
fluential chiefs 'of the 'Sarawans, who
have been known to be disaffected for
some time.

Steamship Hgunders in the Ohigg Sea—
Twenty-One Drowned.

Londen, Aug. 26.—A: special dispatch
from Shanghai says that the steamer
CHeang Hy-BEtong, Capt. Scott, bownd
from Penang, or Areca island, in the
straits of Malacca, off the west toast of
the Mslay' peninsala, for Japanm, foun-
dered in a typhoon.

Of the thirty-five members of the Spip‘s
company, - twenty-one were drotwaed.
Capt. Scott, as the vessel sank, conmaTt-
ted suicide, shooting himself with a ¥e-
volver. :
