ing the mothers of the Saltan's infant sons
and daughcers, and the harems of the sul
tanas, being the grown up prin
daughters of the Grand Turk, who each
ha¥és Foling®. SUAWouty. detvadte. “Wor
the private entertainment of all these wo-
men the sultan supports another corps of
ballet dancers,j and orchestra of female
musicians, while for the hore menial of-
fices of the hougehold two hundpgd female
slaves anfifodr Jungred chambgraids are
engaged. In théSelatileik, the place where
all official receptions are held, his majesty
employs two thousand five hundred of-
ficials, Attending on his person are twenty
five adjutants, sevem chaml ids, six
secretarics, and one hundred and Mty se-
cretaries of lesser grades, who are sube
divided into growps, each of whom has
special functions, one taking care of his
wardrobe, another of his coffee, another of
his tobacco, another cleans the smoking
pipe, and another must always be ready to
light his pipe. A very high official is the
barber-bashaw, whose sole duty is to attend
to the sultan’s beard. This official is gene
erally more influential at court than the
graud vizier or prime ‘minister hiraself.
Bushzi-bashaw is the swperintendedt of
the kitchen, and at each meal of the Sul
tan this official stands by his side and
tastcs from cvery dish as it is brought in,
and what he does not approve the sultan
will notvat. Kulhswil-hashawis head of the
stovebrigade, about eighty men, whomake
all the fires in the place, and damadji-bae
shaw commandsa conipany of Y20 men
whe have nothing else to do than to dwst
the furniture and beat tho carpets. © For
himself and his harems the sultan keeps
tifty physicians, surgeons and apbthecaries,
and thirty-five more of the lower rank for
the servants of the palace. The chief oc.
cupation of these consists in preparing coss
metics and perfumery for the women, In
addition there are fifty kawassia and one
hundred batadjis, consisting of a sort of
private messenger service to carry ocoms
munications between the sultan and the
harems. Besides, as a special guard, there
is a corps of black ewnuchs,about two hun.
dred strong, who act as watches over every
entrance tothe harems, and their chief has
the peculiar title of *“ Head Guard of tho
Gates of Happiness.” In all, the grand
Turk feeds daily over 11,000 persons in hig
palaces, which is a larger retinue than all
