Yet there is not
agrain of truth in it. A country is most
prosperous when it has most at d

liable for damages. Now, sir, I think
you would be doing a very laudable deed
if you would bring this arbitrary and un-
feeling landlord and tenant law to the
notice of the Legislature before adjourn-
méhnt in. order to its repeal, for verily such
s law as it now stands is a stigma and a
stain upon the city and the State and the
statute books of New York.”

Nevertheless, the protectionists take this

‘“How,” they ask, ‘“shall we induce
the people of this country to make their
own silk ?”” As things stand, they can get
silk easiest by making leather and trading
for the silk of France,~<‘Clearly our first
step is to prevent the people from buying
French silk.” How? Why, simply by a
tax. We put a duty of 60 per cent. on
French silk and thus work the object in
two ways : First, it doubles the cost of
silk so that some of our countrymen cannot
buy it at all. Second, the increased sell-
ing price induces some to give up tanning
leather and engage in silk weaving, All
this done, the protectionist calls upon his
countrymen to admire the result. And
his conutrymen look—and what they see
is that they have less of both leather and
silk than they had before. Silk is double
its former price, and shoes are dearer,
since the leather men must pay with the
‘rest to support the silk factory.

“But,” the protectionist pleads, ‘‘ we
have created a new demand for labor.”
And we perceive that he has simply
drawn labor from leather to put it into
silk.

And again, the protectionist urges his
cause; ‘ We have diversified industry!”
But we know that nature diversifies in-
dustry in every clime ; and we know also
that in a country of such an infinite variety
of 1.sources as ours, to talk of artifically
diversifying industry is pure b be

And when all else fails the protectionist
attempts sarcasm and remarks that this
country seems to have stagygered along
pretty well under protection. And then
any school ma’am can reply with equal
sarcasm, that free trade between 40 States
is not without its advautages, Suppose
tha protective system has been faithfully
applied in this country. There are no
arguments for the protection of the
United States against England or France
which can not be applied with double,
force for the protection of Pennsylvania
against Illinois, or Indiana against New
York. Suppose

¥Hat each State had creat-
ed its tariff wall to prevent the harrid
invasion of the goods of other States?
The bare suggestion is enough. We know
that the main cause of the wonderful
progress of this country is free trade
between the States, the unhindered ex-
change 6f the products of each for the
products of the others.

And free trade is everywhere the high,
est condition of prosperity. Commercial
liberty“goes naturally with all elements of
mipterial advancement. The locomotive
the steamship, the telegraph—what do
they do but make the exchange of com |
modities easy? And what does protec-
tion do but make trade difficult, costly |
