In the year 1858, Miss Binney, sister of the present Visitor, and
daughter of the late Rev. Dr. Hibbert Binney, in the name and on
the behalf of her father’s executors, handed over'to the Governors
certain stock, amounting to $1000, 'to'found an Exhibition at King’s
College, to be called the '* Dr. Binney Exhibition,” in memory of
her said father.

The design of this Scholarship is to-assist' poor‘students who may
require assistance, and who ‘shall have commended themselves by
their exemplary conduct, although their abilities and requirements
may not qualify them to be successful competitors for an open
scholarship.
