Tariff Schedules Taken Up
Consideration was thee resumed be­

fore the tariff schedules. There was 
a lengthy discussion over the chan­
ges which arq^being made in building 
stones. The Minister of Finance ex­
plained that these changes were being 
made at tile request and In the inter­
ests of the Canadian stone cutters 
who held that they should be given 
the opportunity of doing the finishing 
work on stone used In Canada. Mr. 
White pointed out that the duty had 
not been Increased on rough stone or 
on stone which waa sawn upon but 
two sides. He thought it was a wise 
tariff policy that put the raw materi­
als at low rates, so that the work of 
finishing and manufacturing might, as 
far as possible, be done by Canadian 
workmen.

A. K. MacLean of Halifax expressed 
the opinion that it would be In the In­
terest of the consumers to have all 
stone on the free list whether rough 
or finished. Hon. Mr. White replied 
that the quarry workers and the stone 
cutters would certainly hold a differ­
ent view from that. The Minister 
went on to say that strong, earnest 
and convincing representations had 
been made by the quarry workers and 
stone men, who maintained that the 
existing duties do not afford them 
proper protection.

J. G. Turlff said that the more this 
matter was discussed, the more it be­
came apparent that the Increase in 
drity had been made for the benefit of 
the big manufacturers of stone while 
the small quarry men and the consu­
mer had not received any considera­
tion. The higher duty would increase 
the cost of building with the probable 
result that less stone of this class 
would be used than now and there 
would be less Instead of more work 
for stone cutters.
