"They say this Is the biggest battle 
yet and believe me I wish it was tne 
last I think we will be sent back 
to the base to be reinforced, as I don’t 
think there Is a quarter of the First 
Canadian Contingent left I don’t 
know whether Jack has been In this 
or not.

The Germans were using 
some kind of gas in their shells, and 
It even made our horses cough. I 
hear they (the Germans) got all that 
was coming to them, and last night 
they were driven back some.

Harry Tippet of Fairville yesterday 
received a letter from his brother, 
“Bud," who left St John with the First 
Contingent and while in England was 
drafted with the Princess Pats, and 
finally was wounded in a recent bat­
tle with the Germans. The letter 
from the wounded soldier was written 
by him from the military hospital in 
Cardiff, Wales, and it states that he 
had been wounded In the leg and arm. 
He also gives a description of the bat­
tle fce was in when wounded and while 
he privately gives the details, the let­
ter shows that "Bud" Tippet is of the 
sort that all Britishers are made of, 
a real fighter from the start to finish 
and every Inch a brave man.

He says that he was first wounded 
in the leg and started tor the rear. 
While he was retiring he saw a Bri­
tish officer shot down. "Bud” stopped 
and keeping his eye on the German 
who shot the officer picked up his 
rifle and taking a bead on the German 
wa about to pull the trigger when he 
received a bullet in the arm ; this shot 
shattered his arm and left him almost 
helpless on the field. He managed to 
crawl Into a wheat field where he lay 
In agony for some hours until pick­
ed up eventually by some iftretcher 
bearers and was then carried Into a 
cellar of a farm house where they ren­
dered first aid. After the first aid 
was given him he was taken three 
miles over the road In an ambulance 
to the field hospital. While going 
along the road to the hospital be saw 
about two hundred wounded men ly­
ing along the side of the road awaiting 
to be cared for, and they had been 
there for hours. After some time Pri­
vate Tippet was removed to the base 
hospital. He was then removed to 
Boulogne, thence to Calais, then plac­
ed on a Red Cross ship and taken to 
Dover, and finally to Cardiff, Wales, 
where he Is now receiving the best of 
attention in the Western General Hos­
pital. He says he Is getting along 
nicely and will fully recover.

day the name of J. D. Arundal appear­
ed as qne of the Canadians killed and 
ho was mentioned in the list as hav­
ing been a clerk In the Bank of Bri­
tish North America In this city.
