IRISH ENVOYS

Chief Secretary for Ireland
Makes a Statement Deny-
ing Reports Attributed
to the Americans.

PRISONERS ARE

Brand as Absolute Falsehood
American Statement That

Prisoners Have Been Con-
fined for Months Not
Knowing Charge Against
Them.

London, June 156—In a statement

Soday regarding the report recently
made on conditions in Ireland by
Frank P. Walsh and Edward F. Dunne
the American representatives of Irish
Societieg in the United States who re-
cently visited lreland, James lan Mc-
Pherson, Chief Secretary for Ireland,
denies many of the statements made
in the report of the American repre-
sentatives, Taking up some of the
charges in detail, the British Chief
Secretary declares that the prisoner,
Wm. Sears, described as in solitary
onfinement, is undergoing a sentence

b clogse confinement imposed DY
visiting Justices appointed by local
bodies, and not by the government.

Sears, the secretary asserts, receiv-
ed special attention and care was tak-
en with his diet, and instead of being
udkempt, he was permitted to wear
his,own clothes and use his own toilet
a es. His cell contained 1,228

o feet, its temperatune was 55 de-
and it had windows three feet
six inches square facing the south-
e Concerning the charges that the
pr er had been confined for monthg
without knowing with what he was
charged, the report says that no pris-
oner is sentenced in Ireland today
without knowledge of the charges
against him. Bail is granted in the
discretion of the magistrates. The
prisoners are in good health, the sce-
retary states, and are not suffering
from malnutrition.

The Beasley incident cited in the
geport of the Americans, is denfed by
Mr. MacPherson. (In brief summaries
of the report cabled to the United
States no mention was made of this
incident, nor of the case of Sears,
previously cited.) Beasley, the secre-
tary says, wag neither punigshed eor
assaulted, nor was he forbidden to
speak to the Americans. He was
brought in to be informed of the date
of his court martial on the charge of
having documents giving ins‘ructjons
to destroy railways, etc., the secretary
explains.

Regarding a statement that similar
alleged cruelties had been practised
in the Westport prison, Mr, MacPher-
son points out that there is no prison
in Westport.

GERMANS FEAR
PUBLICATION OF
VON MOLTKE BOOK

Afraid it Would Produce an
Un favorable Impression
With Regard to the Ques-
tion of Responsibility.

Parls, June 17.—(French Wireleas)

—The German government, according
to reports received here, has farbid
fden the p tion of the ]
of the late Lieut.-General Von Moltke,
chief of the general staff at the out-
break of the war. It is said that the
memoirns contain passages concerning
events in 1914, which would produce
an unfavorable impression in Ger-
many with regard to the question of
war responsibility.

The general, it isg said, seriously
cﬂucizel the policy of Germany dur-
ing the period prior to the war. One
newspaper here says that a diplomat,
who read the forbidden book, declared
that the publication of the work was
stopped for the same reason that
ecaused the German government to
postporse the publication of other
official documents.

It is said that the Von Moitke book
will be published only after the peace
treaty is signed.

Action
was taken against the men
on the direct authority of
Hon. J. A. Calder, minister
of immigration, and they
will be deported under the
recent amendment to the
immigration act giving the
government power to get
rid of British-born, as well
as foreign Reds, convicted
of advocating overthrow of
Lconstituted authority.

London, lune 17.—~Londpa paid tri
bi*s today to Captain Johu Alcock and
Lisul. A. W. Brown during a fornal
procession in honor of the aviators,
who completed, Sunday, the first non-
stop trans-Atlantic aerial flight.

The aviators were carried on sol-
diers’ shoulders from the Huston rail-
way station to automobiles. Miss
Marguerite Kennedy, Lieu’ ‘Brown's
fiancee, and her father met him on
his way from Dublin and accompanied
him here.

The parade and demonstration, as
arranged, was the same as was given
fcr Harry G. Hawker and Lieut.-Com-
mander McKenzie Grieve, bui excite
mient over today's was less apparent.

The parade proceeded from the sta-
tion through great crowds lining
Portland street and Regent street, two
of the widest of London’s thorough-
fzres.

Dept. of Justice Orders the
Arrest of Ten Men Who
Have Taken Prominent

Part in Winnipeg
Affair,

LABOR TEMPLE WAS
SEARCHED BY POLICE

Vast Quantities of Literature
Were Secured Which, it is
Said, Will be Used at the
Trial of the Respondents.

Winnipeg, Man., June 17—The fed-
eral government today made a dra-
matic movement in the sympathetic
strike, As a result ten labor ieaders,
most of them who have played an im-
portant part during the strike mové-
ment, are tonight behind the bars in
Stoney Mountain penitentiagy. Nine
of the men were aroused from their
beds at an early hour this morning
and the tenth was taken into custody
during the day.

The arrests were based on warrants
charging them with “inciting the po-
lice force to neglect' of dugy,” and
with respongibility for publication “in
the Strike Bulletin last Wednesday
of & special article containing false |
and libellous statements. The story |
was headed '"The Police Replaced by
Thugs,” and vigorously attacked the

Coincident with the arrest of strike
leaders the police raided the Labor
Temple, the Ukrainian Temple and
Liberty Hall, where vast quantities of
literature were secured, which, it is
expected, will be used in the ultimate
trials.
Well Planned.

The utmost secrecy prevailed
throughout the preliminary proceed-
ings of the arrests this morning. Care-
fully planned by the authorities with
the co-operation of the Military Intel-
ligence Department and other police
branches, not one word of the impend.
ing arrests leaked out,

The special constables were mobiliz-
ed in its entirety at headquarters and
other strategic points. A large fleex
of automobiles was stationed at varl-
ous pre-arranged points, and when the
signal came the work started.

An automobile with mounted police-
men sped to homes of the men they
sought. Every man arrested was found
in bed. Each one submitted qujetly
on being shown the official warrant
for appreh i

A feature of the celebration was
an aerial escort which accompanied
into London the train bear:ng the two
aviators.

Montreal, June 17—The threatened
strike of raillway shopmen in Canada
will not take place tomorrow morning
as had been announced by the leaders.
tecided disinclination of the rank
ang file of the workery to follow the
drastic policy of the leaders, together
with lack of sympathy from the Inter-
national, are the causes for the sud-
den change of front announced late
today. President Tallon, of the No. 4
Divigion Railway Shopmen of Amerl-
ca, says: “The commiitee has decided,
in view of late developments in the
situation, to temporurily postpone the
strike tomorrow morning. In doing
this we have in mind further negotia-
tions with the Rallway War Board.
On the other hand we realize that a
strike of this magnitude would seri
ously affect Canada industrially and
comwmercially, and might, indeed be
the means of bringing to a head u|
general stirike in every centre in Can-
ada, and we would not wish to be re-
sponsible for that until we had satis-
fied ourselves that we hag not
used every reasonable means, but
every possible means, to avert guch
a4 catastrophe.”

He reiterated that this was indeed
® proof that there was nothing ofl the
Bolshevistic tendency, or the O. B: U.
idea in ¢he minds of the Committee
handling the situation. Telegrams
will be despatched tonight to all the
centres over which the committee
have jurisdiction, ordering them to
proceed to work tomorrow morning as
usual, and to await funther orders.

One group of
Jabor men, and a deefded majority,
‘were greatly pleased to learn that the
representatives of the shopmen, who
have been here for some weeks in
megotiation with the war board, had
‘been influenced to refrain from eall-
ing a strike which would bring about
‘what they believe to be an unneces-
sary addition to the labor iroubles
from which the country 15 alrealy
suffering.

These men wished to
e the 35,000 rallwny shopmen
brought out to strengthen the position
of the general strike in Winnipeg, and

One
case has already been re-
ported, a second sustained
a fractured wrist and a third
a lacerated lip.”
