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“and ' that in each of the said Provinces respectively Iis Majesty, His
Heirs or Successors, shall have Power, during the Continuance of this
Act, by and"with the Advice and Consent of the Legislative Council and
Assembly of such Provinges respectively, to make Laws for the Peace,
We.fare, and good Government thereof, such Laws not being repugnant
to this Act ; and that all such Laws, being passed by the I.egislative
Council and Assemb'y of either of the said Provinces respectively, and
assented to by Ilis Majesty, s Heirs or Sucpessors, or assented to in
Tis Majesty’s Name, by such Person as His Majesty, Hia Heirs or Suc-
cossors shall from Time to Time appoint to be the Governor, or Licu-
tenant Governor of such Province, or by such Person as Ilis Majesty, His
licirs or Successors shall from "Time to Time appoint to administer the
CGovernnient within the same, shall be, and the same are hercby declarad
to be, by virtue of and under the Authority of this Act, valid und binding
to all Intents and Purposes whatever, within the Provinee in which the

same shall have been 50 passed, ‘
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ITI, And be it further enacted by the Authority aforesaid, That for the
Purposc of constituting such Legislative Council as aforesaid in each of
the said Provinces respectively, it shall and may be lawful for ThHs Majesty,
His Heirs or Successors, by an Instrument under Fis or their Sign Muoua',
to authorize and direct the Governor or TLicutenant Governor, or Person
administering the Government in each of the said Provinces respectively,
within the Time herein-after mentioned, in His Majesty’s Name, aud by
an Instrument under the Great Seal of such Province, to sunumon to the
said Legislutive Council, to be established in each of the said “Provinees,
respectively, a sufficient NMymiber of discreet and proper Persons, being
not fewer than Seven, to the Legislative Council for the Provinee of Up-
per Canada, and not fewer than Fiftcen, to the Legislative Council for
the Province of Lower Canada ; and that it shall also be lawful for I1s
Majesty, His Heirs or Successors, from Time to Tine, by an lustrument
under His or their Sign Manuul, to authorize and direct the Governor, or
Lieutenant Governor, or Person administering the Goyernment in each of
the said Provinces respectively, to swmmon to the Legmslative Council of
such Province, inlike Mauner, such other Person or Persons us His Me-
justy, His Heirs or Successors, shall think fit 5 and that every Pexson who
shall be so summoned to the Legislative Couucil of either of the said
Provinces, respectively, shall thereby become a Member of such Legisia-
tive Council to which he shall have been so summoned.

IV. Provided always, and be it cnacted by the Authority aforcsaid,

“That no Person shall be summoned to the'said T.egislative Ceuncil, in

either of the said Provinces, who shall not he of the full Age of Twenty-
one Years, and a natural-boru Subject of His Majesty, or a Subject of
His Majesty naturalized by Act of the British Parliament, or a Sulject of
His Mujesty, having become such by the Conquest and Cession of the
Province of Canada, :

V. And be it further cnacted by the Authority aforesaid, Thut every
Mep.ber of each of the said FLegis'ative Councils shall hold his Seet
therein for the Term of his Life ; but subject nevertheless to the Pro-
visions herein-after contuined for vacating the same, in the Cases berein-
after specidied.

VI. And be it further enacted by the Authority aforesaid, That when-
ever His Majesty, His Heirs, or Successors, shall think proper to confer
upon any Subject of the Crown of Great Britain, by Letters Patent under
the Great Scid of cither of the said Provinces, any Hercditary Title of
Bouour, Rank, or Dignity of such Province, descendib'e according to
to any Course of 1escent limited in such Letters Patent, it shall and may
be lawful for Flis Majesty, His Heirs or Successors, to annex thercto, by
the said Letters Patent, if Flis Majesty, Ilis Ifeirs, or Successors, shall so
