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next preceding the election, and shall have taken the oath of allegiance to lis Majesty.
If the elecnton shoild not be determned on a view, with the censent of the freeholders
present, the returning-officer shall proceed to take the poll, and shall not adjourn the
election to any other place, nor sha lie delay the election, but shall proceed from day to
day until all the freeholders present shah have polled. No returning-officer, however, can
continue any election more than six days (Sunday, Christmas-day and Good Friday
excepted).

The.return to be made by executing the indentures as above-mentioned ; and the writ
and return, so executed as aforesaid, are to be transmitted with convenient despatch, after
the election is thus terminated, to the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery, addressed ta him
at Toronto.
