HOW DOES THE CAUSE OF HOME 

RULE STAND?
For my part, I entirely disagree with 
the view which has been expressed 
fairly widely in England that Home 
Rule, Self-Government for Ireland, is 
at this moment unpopular with the 
masses of the English people. I do 
not believe It (hear, hear). I hon­
estly believe that with the masses 
of the English people the grave ob­
jection which possessed their minds 
against Home Rule a few years ago 
has largely disappeared, although, of

have taken the place of the old no­
minated grand juries, who were drawn 
from the ascendancy class, and Eng­
land finds on the admission of the 
English Government itself, that the 
business of these local bodies is bet­
ter transacted and more economical­

suddenly appeared upon the scene 
with the avowed intention of making 
an attack upon another Irish member 
and of reviving on the floor of the 
British Parliament a stale and false 
accusation (loud applause) which 
eight months ago had been publicly 
answered and disproved in Ireland 
(renewed applause). Now, I have 
always disapproved of any disorder 
and clamor (even in the House of Com­
mons; but I say that it is sheer cant 
and hypocrisy to urge this incident 
as an argument against Home Rule 
(hear, hear). Why, it is only a week 
ago since the Tory Party shouted 
down Winston Churchill; it is only a 
few days ago since the Liberal Party 
shouted down Mr. Balfour (applause). 
The Irishmen, it appears, are unfit 
for self-government—are unfit for re­
presentative institutions—if now and 
again they follow the distinguished 
example set them by both English 
Parties (laughter and applause). The 
truth of the matter is tbat Home 
Rule is steadily advancing in the 
country. Whatever Party wins at 
the next General Election, Irelagd 
and Home Rule will gaip (applause). 
Organized labor in this country, I 
sincerely hope and believe, at long 
last will make itself felt at the next 
general election, and will return a 
large body of men to represent it in 
the House of Commons (hear, hear). 
The representatives of labor are all 
friends of Ireland (applause), and I 
think 1 can say with some pride that 
it is recognized that on every occa­
sion in the past the Irish Party in 
the House of Commons has been the 
friend of labor (applause). Labor 
members and Irishmen, even if- they 
stand alone in the next Parliament, 
may be trusted to keep the rights of 
the people of Great Britain and Ire­
land to the front (applause).

plans:

(1) At least six moathe’ 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three

(3) It the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of any person who 
is eligible to make a homestead «try 
under the provisions of this Act, re- 
sides upon a farm la the vicinity ot 
the land entered for by such person 
as a homestead, the requirements of 
this Act as to residence prior to ob­
taining patent may be satisfied by 
such person residing with the father 
or mother.

(3) If a nattier has obtained a pa­
tent for his homestead, or a cer­
tificate for the issue of such patent 
countersigned in the manner prescrib­
ed by this Act, and has obtained en­
try for a second homestead, the re­
quirements of this Act as to resi­
dence prior to obtaining patent may 
be satisfied by residence upon the 
first homestead, it the second home­
stead is in the vicinity of the first 
homestead. ,

(4) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned by 
him in the vicinity of his homestead 
the requirements ot this Act as to re­
sidence may be satisfied by residence 
upon the said land.

The term "vicinitv" used above in 
meant to indicate the same township 
or an adjoining or cornering town­
ship.

A settler who avails himself of the 
provisions of Clauaea (2), (8) or (4) 
must cultivate SO acres of bis home­
stead, or substitute 30 head ot stock, 
with buildings for their accommoda­
tion, and have besides 80 acres sub­
stantially fenced:

Every homesteader who fails to 
comply with the requirements •! the 
homestead law is liable to have his 
entry cancelled, and the land may be 
again thrown open for entry.

Should be made at the end of the 
three years, before the Local Agent, 
Sub-Agent or the Homestead Inspec­
tor. Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to the Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa of hla intention to do so.
