The organization was
more perfect than-ever before. An
absolute block system "had been
adopted for the entire city, half of
which in all the business houses and
industrial plants, would be canvass-
ed by men, and the other half by
the women workers. At least 1,000
women would be engaged iin active
campaign werk. The publicity com-
mittee was the largest and best or-
ganized on record, eomprising 500
members, who would spread to every
nook and corner of- Toronto the gos-
pel of giving. Behind the whole puo-
licity committee was ths vast ex-
perience of Mr. J. J. Gibbons.

Other committees included fin-
ance, lists and ‘shock absorbers’”—

Is the
accumulation of wealth to wipe out
our desire for service?”

Of the $12,000,000 raised for the
Patrigtic Fund, $7,000,009 hacd been
raised by taxation, federal, provin-
cial or municipal. Another millicn
had been given, almost.as if by tax-
ation, from large business corpora-
tions. The othker $4,000,000 nal
heen raised by voluntary subserin-
tion. If tha government were to
raise this money, regulation of al-
lowances would be necessary to cop=
with the cost of living in various
parts of the Dominion. Under the
present system, the local committes
was fully capable of supervising and
regulating: . the (@rministration, of
dealing with every individual ecase.
Under the present system, politics
could not creep in; under govern-
ment control, it ' must be inevitabie

It would be impracticable for the
government to raise $12,000,000 a»n-
nually and to hand the money at
once over to two thousand scattered
administration committees.

Centraiized control would ba es-
sential.’ and central control must in-
volve. the:elimination of the sympa-
thetic personal touch which = had
placed th's fund upon . its present
pasis.

Criticisms of the administration
were ‘inevitable, but they were the
fewest ever levelled at any adminis-
tration i the Dominion of Canzda.
After "ThiZe "and' a Talf yedrs. of
service, the Canadian Patriotic Fund
wou'd receiye at the hands of 99 out
of  every hundred citizens, the ves-
dict ‘“‘absolutely honest, kind ard
fair.”

Were government administration
of the Patriotic Fund to be adopted,
government control of the Red Cross
and every other war fund must logi-
cally follow.

“Are we teo stand by as idle spee-
tators?” demanded the speaker.
“Those men over yonder are active
participants, as, they were threa
years ago, prepared to give all. Shall
they loolk back over the waters, to
this fair land of prosperity, and
learn that we have quit?”’

A Dangerous Spirit.

Whatever arguments might bhe
brought forward in favor of govern-
ment control of the fund, such a
course was not to be adopted, ani
every man should stand prepared te
meet the danger within the ecom-
munity, to wipe out the suggestion
of letting the government do it, the
suggestion which must eventually
develop into the suggestion “let us
have peace.”

“That spirit,” declared the speak-
er, “that desire to do this thing by
proxy, is the most dangerous thing
which ever entered into our life, it is
bound to eat the heart out of our
life, and if we give way to that feel-
.ing we have stifled our patriotism,
for patriotism is engendered cf
cservice, the spirituality which ex-
‘presses itself in service. For the
cake of our future, of our own na-
tional life, for the sake of the men
over yonder, don’t let it creep into
any part of our war activities.”
