Aboit a year ago Thomas Chassels,
2 young Scotchman, eame hero from
his native land, and was for some
weeks a visitor at the - house of Mr.
Augus M. Chassels, his uncle, The
young man was affable and courteous,
and made many warm friends during
his stay here. Late in the fall ho
went to Toronto, where he obtained a
good stituation as catter in tailoring
house, which he filléd to the entire
satisfaction of his employers. A few
weeks ago a ‘younger ' brother, ‘named
Angus M., arrived here from Scotland
and proved to be a young man who
possessed qualities and characteristios
similar to those of "hig brother. A
day or twd before the diasirous acei-
dent Thomas came down from Toron-
to to spend a short vacation in the
enjoyment of a visit to his uncle's
family and his brother. On Tuesday
last the faruily went to Charleston
Lake, and took quartérs at King's Is-
land, intending to stay three or four
days. On the afternooni of the same
day, the unforiunate young men, with
no premonition of the approaching
catastrophe, and in the enjoyment o
good health and exuberant spirits,
went in bathing from a rocky beach.
Angus' M. Chassels, sr., intending to
bathe also, retired behind some under-
growth to undress, and before he did
80 warned the bathers to be careful
not to get out of their depth, and then
prepared to join them. On coming
again in view of the bathing place,
ho wus horrified ‘to find that his
nephews had disappeared.  The ter-
rible conviction seized upon him that
they had slipped off into deep water,
and this was confirmed by his little
boy, who, in answer to the . enquiry
where Tom and Angus had gone to,
pointed with his finger to the lake,
which at a point at a little distance
from the beach was nearly 70 feet
deep. An alarm was given, but the
doomed men never rose to view, and
those who were willing to effect a res-
cue were condemned to a terrible but
unavoidable inaction. A large crowd
goon gathered and continuous a d well
directed efforts were made to find the
bodies, with the hope of resuscitatiog
life. But thishope wassoon dispelled,
and the search was continued with the
ole expectation of recovering the dead
bodies.  About five o’clock the corpse
of Angus was brought to the surface
ll;y Justug Smith, and was conveyed to
armersville.  Meanwhile news of
the drowning had.spread in all direc-
tions, and a large number of people
gothered at the scene of the accident,
all anxious to prosecute the doleful
search until the remaining body had
been recovered. ~About 10.30 a.m.
on Thursday, by means-of a grapuel,
Tsrael Slack, recovered the corpse of
Thomas and it was also conveyed to the
house of mourning in Farmersville.
While the apparently fruitless search
was in progress, Mr. Chassels tele-
graphed in all directions for & profes-
sional diver. From Ogdensburg came
a despatch that the wrecking regula-
tiohs prohibited the landing of the
apparatus in Canada, Telegrams were
received from Kingston to the effect
that the divers were all too busy to
leave; but finilly a diver named
Frank Welefont wired that he would
come, and at once started for Brock-
ville. On his arrival there, however,
the necessity for his presence at
Charleston had disappeared, and he
was instructed to return.
