Miss Jones opened the debate for
the affirmative by reviewing the resolu-
tion with its political and public in-
terest. She declared that they should
look to the best interests of all the peo-
 plé and to the future as well as to the
present. She outlined the various
phases as they were to be discussed
by the affirmative: (1), .the prohibi-
tion of pulp export would be a means
of conserving Canada’s natural re-
sources; (2), that prohibition would
be esscnual in the development of
Canada; (3) each ciass of the country
and prmime would share in the bene-
fits derived therefrom. She empha-
sized the need of conservation of pulp
areas.. Instead of drawing. from the
rincipal of the forests, with an em-
gargo the yearly cut might be reduced
so that it would be included in the an-
nual growth or income. /4
Miss Walker, opening the debate
for the negative, advocated a scien-
tific forestry program by which the de-
pletion might be looked after as well
as the problem of reforestation, An
embargo wounld be too drastic a meas-
ure, she said, and it would not remove
the internal loss from fire and other
causes. She quoted statisticsto &uve
that an embargo on the export of Cana-
dian pulp would only affect 1.2 per cent
of the timber cut in Canada yearly. Hence
they should look to other sources for
conservation.
Miss Snodgrass spoke of\the neces~
sity for the develormcnt of the pulp
industry, This could" only be done by
an embargo on the export of pulp, she

She spoke on the injustice
done to the smaII land owner in case
of an embargo. In support of her argu-
ment, she said the small land owner
could not profitably ship his pulp to
Canadianconcerns, —She said that the
transportation charges from Yarmouth
county to the White Rock Mills, out-
side of Wolfville, were greater than
those from the same place to Virginia.
