Washington, April 23.—There were
two further important steps in  Washing-
ton yesterday towards actual hostilities,
not to mention the overt act invelved in
the seizure of the Spanish vessel Buena
Ventura off ‘Kev West, The first was the
issue by the President of his proclama-
tion announcing to the world a hlockade
of n number of Cuban ports, and the
secoud was the signing by him of the bill
providing for the utilization of the volun-
teur forces in war. Then, in addition,
there was a notable rotirement from t.h-.s_
Navy Department in the case of Capt. R
B.  Bradford, chief of the cquipment
division. He leaves to enter active service.

A rumor was clrculated during the day
that Spain would cede Cuba to Austria,
T'his ways dismissed as groundless by lead-
ing diplomatic ofticials whose position
would make them aware of any such
move.
