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BDITORIAL NOTES.

Some of the Southwestern States foave 
advanced methods of social reform. 
M irai suasion and education are to them 
too slow a process to uproot a public evil. 
If an evilly disposed person exists in a 
community, their plan is to abolish the 
evil by eradicating the person. This 
plan is much speedier than the Sunday 
school system, though it is not so favor­
able to the increase of population. At 
Madison ville, Texas, a body of “'reform­
ers” undertook to get rid of the saloons 
in the town. One Bill Bolo and his 
friends opposed this movement. Last 
Tuesday night some of the reformers met 
Bill with two of his friends iri a drug 
store. They immediately shot and kill­
ed Bill and hanged his two friends to a 
lamp post. This style of temperance 
work is away ahead of the Scott Act as 
regards certainty of results, though the 
latter has its advantages in other ways.

The statement of revenue and expen­
diture for the month of December shows 
that the financial condition of the gov­
ernment continues to be satisfactory, the 
revenue for the month being $2,750,582 
and the expenditure $2,277,312. There 
is a decrease of $125,970 in customs, but 
a considerable • increase in other sources 
of revenue. The first six months of tbe 
fiscal year show a surplus so far of $2,- 
242,351. The increases during the six 
months over the same period last year 
are : Customs $41,288 ; excise $236,749; 
poet office $61,816; miscellaneous $239,- 
416. Public works, including railways, 
show a decrease of $266,635. Taken al­
together the statement for the first six 
months is extremely gratifying, as the 
total revenue shows an increase of $312,- 
634, while the expenditure shows a de­
crease of $282,234.

St. John hâs some enterprising men 
who have formulated a scheme, large in 
its proportions, to improve tbe commer­
cial importance of their city and to de­
velop its natural trade advantages. They 
have formed a company and made a pro­
position to the city for the construction 
of a dry and wet dock and for bridging 
the river St. John via Navy Island. 
The company .ask.tbe Dominion govern­
ment for $200,Odd and the provincial 
government for $100,000. This $300,- 
000 would yield $12,000 per year in in­
terest. In addition St. John, Portland 
and Carleton are asked to vote $15,000 
annually, and $3,000 annual rental 
would be charged the street railway com 
pany for the use of the bridge. These 
several receipts would furnish the com 
pany with an annual income of $30,000, 
with which they are satisfied that $1,000,- 
000 could be obta ned from American 
capitalists, or at 3 per cent interest. 
This one million dollars, would accord­
ing to the company’s estimate, build both 
docks and the bridge across to Carleton.

0T7S BBJDGB SERVICE.

In the filial accident which occurred trt 
Morrison’s Cove bridge, last Thursday 
morning, by which a large family of 
children were made orphans and left 
without their principal means of support, 
the coroner's jury expressed the opinion 
that “ had the bi idge been in proper re­
pair such an accident might not have oc­
curred.” This brings forcibly to the 
public mind the shameful manner in 
which wejhaye beSn treated by the local 
government in regard to the bridges of 
the county. We have often called at­
tention to the criminal extent to which 
this neglect was allowed to *un, and the 
great danger that ensued to the travel­
ling public in eons/quence. The bridges 
all over the county have been allowed to 
reach such a state of dilapidation that 
they are hardly fit tor use. The atten­
tion of the Commissioner of the Board of 
Works has again and again been called to 
their condition, but very little notice seems 
to have been given the matter. The bridge 
on which the sorrowful accident occurred 
last Thursday was one of those-that were 
specified in the complaints made. An 
effort we believe was made last summer 
to put it in a state of repair, the attempt 
even going so far as to call for tenders 
for the work to be done, but the govern­
ment, with an inexcusable contempt for 
the public Welfare, never allowed the 
work to be carried out, and the sad ac­
cident reported elsewhere is the result. 
The people at the upper and lower ends 
of the county have been treated with the 
same indifference, while the North-west 
Bridge, tbe meat important structure of 
the kind in the county, has been allowed 
to reach each an unsafe condition that 
many persons were afraid to cross it.

The disgraceful manner in which we 
have been treated in regard to our bridge 
service has been without equal in the 
history of our local governments. If 
this accident at Morrison’s Cove does not 
recall tbe govem’t to their duty as public 
officials they will show an indifference to 
public sentiment and disregard for the 
public weal only equalled by common 
criminals. Their action is so outrageous 
as to suggest some other method of pun­
ishment than by condemnation at the 
polls. We hope our representatives will 
not fail to have the matter brought up 
in the House, and the villainous treat- 
men t-of Northumberland properly venti­
lated.- The chief industry of our county 
is being crashed out to supply revenue 
for the provincial treasury, and it is time 
We were getting some other return be­
sides official neglect and contempt for 
our interests. '

The Newcastle Liberal Conservative 
Club-

The animal meeting of this club was 
held In the Club Room,on Monday even­
ing last, with a,large attendance, the 
room being crowd» d to Its utmost capa­
city, many being present from tbe out­
lying parishes. This Clpb was formed 
in November, 188G, for toe purpose of 
rallying together members of the party 
for the approaching Dominion election. 
After tbe election it was the wish of a 
large majority of tbe members to con­
tinue tbe organisation, and to make tbe 
club room a place where the members 
or visitors could drop in on any evening 
for a ch at. From that lime It baa large­
ly Increased In numbers, over two hut- 
dred persons being now members of 
this Club. On Wednesday evening Vice 
President D. Hogan occupied the chair 
and twelve new members were proposed, 
balloted for and signed the roll. After 
the order of the business bad been got 
through the President; W. C. Aaslow, 
took the chair. A very appropriate ad­
dition to the room was tbe picture Is­
sued in I860 by Grip, of prominent Lib­
érât Conservatives of Canada, neatly 
framed and glazed, which had been pre­
sented to the Club by one of Its mem­
bers, Dr. A. C. Smith. A vote of thanks 
was passed to the donox for, his hand­
some gift. The next business of the 
evening was tbe reception of Reports, 
when tbe President read tbe following 

Report :—

appointed in the constitution of the Litt­

ion election. Several clubs were formed, 
and after consultation together a date 
was named for holding said convention 
at Chatham. I might aay here that at the 
first meeting of the Newcastle Clab, 
there were present many who professed 
to be Liberal Conservatives, some of 
whom had received large amounts,from 
the Liberal Couservative Government 
for services rende.ed hum the time of 
Confederation, not even excepting tbe 
short period when the Liberals were in 
power. They worked wiih ns, assisted 
at the work of ogauizilion and appoint­
ing of delegates'uiitil after the conven­
tion bail been held at which Mr. Adams 
was unanimously nominated as the Lib­
eral Conservative candidate, at tbe 
then approaching Dominion election, 
the delegates present at that Convention 
being from a majority of the parishes in 
the County. After that time, being In­
fluenced by the personal solicitation of 
Mr. Mitchell, as well as by the rabid 
statements^of the Montreal Herald and 
Other Grit newspapers, that the Govern­
ment of Sir John A. Macdonald was 
sure to be defeated, they abandoned the 
principles they had always professed to 
be firmly grounded In, and with Mr. 
Mitchell went over to the party which 
had in former times abused them in a 
scrurrilons manner. I am sore, with 
myself, the members of this Club wish 
them joy with their new found friends 
and venture to say that this Club and 
tbe Liberal Conservative party is well 
rid of such renegades. Bat they are 
not even now satisfied ; they are ashamed 
of their Grit associates, and after sup­
porting the Grit nominee and working 
with those who had opposed every on­
ward movement, every step in advance 
taken by the Liberal Conservative Gov­
ernment, they now still profeet to be 
Liberal Conservatives, with a view to 
their own personal interest and welfare. 
They are now too well known to be * 
able to thus pnll the wool over the eyes 
of those In power, who have kept watch 
over their most erratic course.

While in all 
societies are to be found some leading 
members who take a prominent part In 
tbe business of each societies, so in

ours. Business 4s introduced, proposi­
tions made in the best Interests of its 
members, perhaps by one or two, but 
each business and propositions are fully 
discussed, members give their viewsmp- 
on the subject and when the vote is 
taken the members, no doubt, use their 
best judgment as to how they vote. 
Our Club is composed of level headed 
men, who have too much common sense 
and intelligence to allow themselves to 
be dictated to by any member or mem­
bers. As President of this Club I have 
always endeavored to have every motion 
made properly, and have given opportu­
nity to all to express their views if they so 
wished, and I leel assured thatThe same 
course has been followed by the Vice- 
President occupying the chair when I 
nave been unavoidably absent. I do 
not know that it is necessary to say 
more at this time. The report of the 
Secy-Treasnrer will ’present to you tbe 
financial standing of the Club, its income 
and expenditure for the past year, and 
probably such other matters as he, may 
think fit. And now, in conclusion, allow 
me to express the hope that this Club 
may continue to exert an influence for 
good among real not pretended Liberal 
Conservatives, and that onr members 
will continue to work together for the 
general good of the political party we 
are pledged to uphold, and which has 
always been a party of progress. Hop­
ing that tbe ensuing year may witness a 
large accession to our membership, and 
that the new officers will receive the

The Labor Commission-.

Mr. James A. Clark, of Carleton, 
New Brunswick’s representative on the 
Labor Commission, spent Sunday in 
Newcastle with his brother, the ReV. J. 
Clark, of the Methodist chdrch. The 
commission had been holding meetings 
in towns of Ontario but adjourned until 
after the holidays. Mr. Clark way on. 
his return to Toronto, where the com­
mission is now in session. The commis­
sioners will visit New Brunswick about 
the latter part of March next, and Mr. 
Clark, who has been in communication 
with prominent men of the North shore, 
expects that a meeting will be held" in 
Bathurst and Newcastle.

The commissioner will receive .any 
evidence that may be offered bearing on 
the subject of labor, Its relation to 
capital, the hours of labor, the on mingy 
of laboring men and women, methods of 
arbitration for tlie settlement of dis­
putes between employer and employees 
and generally any means that may be 
advanced for promoting the material, 
social, moral and icteVeclual prosperity 
of the working classes.

There is a long list of subjects given 
on which information is desired, none 
of which appear very pertinent to local 
industries—unless, perhaps, It ,(s the 
Lien Law question, which, we observe, 
has *ot been forgotten; oe.- the Wat- 
However, the commission does not con­
fine itself to any number of subjects, but 
will take evidence on anything that 
comes within the scope of the labor 
question. It proposes to make special 
inquiry into the condition of persons 
employed in the agricultural, mining, 
lumbering and fishing industries. Mr, 
Clark thinks that probably the lobster 
factories will form the most important 
branch of the commissioners’ inquiries 
in Northern New Brunswick.

Killed at Morrison’s Cove.

Last Thursday morning as John Sax- 
smith and Richard Williams were driv­
ing over the bridge at Morrison's Cove, 
a thort distance above Chatham, the 
animal took the staggers and fell against 
the ral'ing of the bridge. The rail was 
rotten and gave way and horse and sled 
went over the bridge, carrying Mr. Sax- 
smith with them. Mr. williams jumped 
off in time to save himself. Just as the 
sled was going oVcr the edge of the 
bridge it tripped, throwing Saxsmlth in­
to the air and he fell about 35 feet Irom 
the bridge, clear of the sled, on the ice 
below. He was killed almost instantly 
by the injury sustained by his spine. 
The horse, which belonged to Mr. Alex. 
Morrison, was so badly injured that its 
throat bad to be cut to put it out of mis­
ery., The height of the bridge where 
the accident occurred Is about thirty 
feet. Mr. Saxsmlth leaves a. wife and 
five children, ~tire youngest but two 
months and the eldest sixteen years. 
He was a steady industrious man, and 
was one of Mr. Morrison’s most trusted 
employees, having worked about his 
mill and farm for a lifetime.

Dr. Benson, Coroner, held an inquest, 
having summoned the following jury 
Roger Flanagan (foreman), Wm. Irving, 
David Trevors, James McLachlan, Chas. 
Gunn, Alex. Robinson and Michael Cas­
sidy. A verdict was rendered in accord­
ance with tbe above facts, the jurors 
being of the opinion “ that had the 
bridge been in proper repair and a pro­
per safe-guard for the travelling public 
such an accident might not have occur­
red.”

Richard Williams, John Blakely and 
Hugh jb’Donnell testified that they con­
sidered the bridge unsafe.

Untafe Bridges-

The Railway GateUe has a strong 
article on this subject, in which the 
number of bridge accidents on both 
highways and railways are pointed out. 
The GateUe says that “ a preventive 
accident is a crime,” and believes that 
a very large proportion of these acci­
dents are prevent!ble. It says:

Suppose we should send a man round 
the country to place a sign upon each 
bridge stating in plain terms the exact 
condition of the work, we should have 
something like this : “ This bridge Is 
guaranteed to carry a moving load of 
one ton per running foot, bat half that 
load will break it down “ The iron In 
the bridge is strained to douole the safe 
limit by the weight of the bridge alone ^ 
passengers will please to tread easy;” 
•* Not more than one team at a time 
most go over this bridge, and not over 
20 people must cross at the same time ; 
it Is liable to fall at any moment with a 
heavy load.” “The public is warned 
not to cross this bridge when the wind 
blows, as it has no lateral bracing." 
“ This bridge will be closed until next 
summer, as the weight of the snow up­
on it is pll that it can safely carry.” 
What would the long-suffering tax-pay­
ing public say to notices of this kind? 
Yet this is exactly what ought tb be 
placed upon a very large number of the 
bridges in this country.

Curling.

A “hoop-la” game of curling was 
played at the Newcastle Rink last Wed­
nesday afternoon. Mr. James Mitchell 
skipped for one rink and Mr. Michael 
Adams for the other. Neither of these 
gentlemen knew much about the game, 
but Mr. Mitchell had played “ duck” 
when be was a boy and was confident he 
knew something about cur'ing, while 
Mr. Adams thought he could “ scoot" 
stones along the ice as well as any one 
else, so they selected their rinks and 
went to work. Mr. Thos. D. Adams 
looked after the interests of Mr. 
Mitchell and gava him some “ valuable 
points” about the game. Mr. John Nev- 
in was one of those selected for'Mr. 
Adams' riuk, but he declined, lie had 
too much respect for Scot.aud’s favorite 
game, he said. Mr. L. J. Tweedie, who 
was among the spectators, was asked to 
fili Mr. Nevin's p’ace. Mr. Tweedie had 
never played, but lie had pitched quoits 
and played “ shinny” on the ice years 
ago and therefore couldn't see any reason 
why he should not curl success,ully.— 
He accepted, and very soon “ caught on” 
to the principles of the game, as he was 
seen once or twice chewing up his broom 
and throwing the pieces in front of his 
opponent's stones. Mr. Mitchell also 
soon got hold of the duties of a skip, 
and gave his orders in a sort of quasl- 
scientific manner, though he at first per­
sisted in saying “ haw" and “ gee” for 
“ in turn” and “ out turn.” The game 
proceeded in Merrimac and Monitor 
style, Mr. Mitchell making some very 
good shots, but Mr. Adams had the beat 
rink, and with Mr. Tweedie's byplay 
was able to draw gradually ahead. Near 
the end of the game the skips found it 
necessary to sit on the stones within the 
circle, as the stones sometimes mysteri­
ously disappeared out of the ring when 
placed there. The game caused a good 
•leal of fun for the spectators. Ten ends 
were played, with a score of Adams 8, 
Mitchell 4.

A Long Tramp.
A man named Hickels was in New­

castle last Friday seeking assistance to 
enable him to get to Amherst, where he 
said he belonged. He told a pitiful 
story. He was an artist by profession 
and was doing very well at his home in 
Amherst, but the constant bemoaning of 
the Liberal journals over the hopeless 
condition of the country had bad the ef­
fect of filling him with false ideas. He 
became discouraged, and was drawn in­
to the exodus current, which, taken at 
the flood, gtnerally leads to misfortune. 
He went to New fork and sought work 
in his profession. But there was no 
work to be had. llis profession was 
crowded, and long haired, full eyed ar­
tists were on. every corner. All- his 
money was spent in paying board bills, 
and after he had pawned his watch and 
ring and spent the receipts he bethought 
himself of the many hired servants in 
his own country who were better off 
than he. And when he hqd “ come to 
himself he started for home, not by 
steamer or railway but on foot. When 
be reached Newcastle be had been three 
weeks and five days on the road, having, 
he states, walked all the way from New 
York. lie went to Montreal and then 
to Quebec and down through New 
Brunswick via the I. ,C. It. His story 
may not be true, but it is not unlike the 
experience of many exodians. He re­
ceived enough in NewTrasUeJo take him 
home, where he has no doubt arrived a 
sadder but wiser and better Canadian.

202.60 were the gross earnings for pilot­
age during the past summer. As there 
are 30 pilots this would allow them $291.- 
27 apiece. After they pay out of this 
an amount for pension to old pilots, and 
the expenses of the secretary and treas­
urer qf the Pilot Commissioners, be­
sides The expense of maintaining four 
schooners, the sum left is very small.— 
The pilots earned less this year than for 
a number of years. The returns to the 
government for the past four years show 
that In 1883, with 31 pilots, the division 
was $595.91, more than doable list year; 
in 1884 it was 8490.44, In 1885, $379.01 
and in 1886j$331.93, a gradual decrease, 
while last year it was smaller than ever. 
The same causes which depress the lum­
ber business work a porportlonate in­
jury to the pilotage baiine.-s of the port.

The N. 86 W. Hallway.
A double ender Hanger car for clearing 

the rails of snow and Ice has just been 
tamed out of the machine shops at Gib­
son for use on the Northern and Wes­
tern. The Hanger is built on an Im­
proved system and is the invention of 
Mr. P. A. Logan, mechanical superinten­
dent of the road.

There are also being built in the N. & 
W. machine shops a snow-plow which 
is on a different plan from any in use at 
present. The lines were drawn by Mr. 
Logan and his associate machinists, and 
the improvements on the orninary forms 
will, It is thought, prove important.

A new Russel plow, built by Harris & 
Co., of St. John, has also been purchased, 
by the road. A new wing plow from 
tile same foundry will be ready in a few 
days. The machine shops at Gibson 
have been running at full blast of late 
and turning out a vast amount of work 
for the necessary requirement of the 
road. The road is now well prepared 
against blockades.

A new brick engine house for the 
Northern & Western railway is nearing 
completion at Chatham.

The winter time table of the road went 
into effect last Wednesday.

Between five and six hundred feet of 
snow sheds bave been built this winter 
along the heavy'catting on the other 
side of Boiestown. At the points where 
the biggest drifts occurred last winter, 
which kept a large force of hand shovel­
lers almost steady at work during the 
winter, the track has been entirety 
housed over. The company have taken 
every precaution to prevent a recurrence 
in future of the lengthened blockades 
endured on the road last winter.

A St- Joan Society Event.
The marriage of Ida Knight, only 

daughter of Provincial Secretary Mc- 
Lellas, and Fred J. Harding, son of the 
St. John Agent of the marine and fisher­
ies department, which took place at the 
residence of the bride's parents, Port­
land, last Wednesday evening, was the 
society event of the season.

Gases, pastor of Germain street Baptist 
Church, officiated. W. A. Park, collec­
tor ot customs at Newcastle, was grooms­
man, and the bridesmaids wete Misses 
Carrie Hally, Jennie Winslow, Ethel 
Stevens and Zena Allan. The bride 
wore a handsome costume of white silk, 
and the colors of the bridesmaids were 
blue, old gold and pink. At the bridal

Park's horse and sleigh along the street 
near the English church on Monday 
forenoon tbe animal became frightened 
by the breaking of a bolt and started to 
run. Mr. Perrio got out of the sleigh to 
have better command of the horse, but 
the animal got away from him and dash­
ed down the street. Mrs. Newman, who 
was in the sleigh, was thrown, out, bat 
escaped injury. The. horse took a cir­
cuit around the town, colliding with a 
good many corners, and at last brought 
Hp in its owner’s yard, with the sleigh 
almost demolished. The horse was 
slightly cat.

A Timber Ship.
Mr. Hugh R. Robertson, the projector 

of the big lumber raft that came to such 
a disastrous end, has not given up the 
idea of being able to tow large lumber 
bodies to United States pprts though he 
has given up the raft plan. His next 
venture will be the construction of a 
timber ship which will be fitted out with 
masts and spars and stearing gear, and 
made In every respect perfectly sea­
worthy. When launched -she will be 
provisioned for sixty days, so-that in the 
event of the towing steamer being com­
pelled to abandon her she can be work­
ed along to port by means of sails. He 
regards the only effect of shipping tim­
ber by rafts would bate would be to les­
sen piling freights. A contractor will 
get out 5p,000 sticks for his new ven­
ture at 1J cents per foot. This is half a 
cent more than was paid before. Mr. 
Robertson has paid all the bills contrac­
ted in St. John in connection with the 
late raft, and he is now conducting ne* 
gotlations for the purchase of 2,000 feet 
of wire rope for the new structure which 
he is about fo build. >

Boll’s Escape.
No traces have yet been found. Of the 

whereabouts of J. C. Bell, who escaped 
from the Dorchester Penitentiary a 
short time ago. A communication in 
the World recently told of the loose 
management ot the penitentiary and the 
liberties allowed prisoners, which con­
dition ot things, it was stated, permitted 
Bell’s escape. Bell is no common 
“ crook.” It is said that during the 
time he was within the penitentiary 
"walls he was intimate with a fellow 
prisoner named Gillis, who had been im­
prisoned for shooting at a constable at 
Sackville. It is now believed that Bell 
made his way on foot during the night 
of his escape to Gillis" house at Sack­
ville, where he was concealed for a time, 
furnished with clothes and ultimately 
assisted out of the country. Bell is an 
old prison bird. Just before Ills burg­
larious escapade iu Newcastle, he es­
caped from the Jail at Worcester, Mass. 
He than passed under the name of Harry 
P. Lansing, alias Clarence Jewell.

Looking for the Subsidy.
Mr. C. N. Armstrong, contractor for 

the Baies des Chaleurs railway, which 
is destined to run from, Metapedia to 
Oaspe, a distance of 170 miles, has had 
an interview with the Minister of Rail­
ways In reference to the subsidy earned. 
Forty miles of the road have been built 
daring tbe past summer between Meta­
pedia and Carleton. The contract cov­
ers the distance of 100 miles to Faspe- 
blac.
