FAILURES LAST WEEK.
April 3.—Commercial failures this 

wevk in the United State*, as reported 
by R. (i. Dun & Co., are 218 against ‘269 
la*t week, 249 the preceding week and 
267 the corresponding week last year. 
Failures in Canada number 32 against 
33 last week, 34 the preceding week and 
23 last year. Of failures this week in 
the United States 84 were in the east, 
72 south, 38 west, and 24 in the Pacific 
States, and 80 report liabilities of $5.009 
or more, against 102 last week. Liabil­
ities of commercial failures reported for 
March are $13.718,162, against $21,542,- 
106 the same period last year.

That, in spite of 
I industrial uncertainty, people still have 

the means and the inclination to supply 
their wants freely is evidenced by the 
heavy imports, which, in the latest week, 
aggregated $5,401,599 more than in 1908 
and $3,145.79.» more than in 1906, al­
though considerably less than in 1907. 
Exports continue on alroul an equality 
with last year, and with 1906, and are 
much heavier than in 1907, so that the 
total commerce of New York compares 
favorably with the record of the last 
three years. But with conditions as 
mixed a.s they are, with the question of 
juices and wages still undetermined in 
important liasie trades, with the tariff 
still under discussion in Washington, the 
final vote being soim* time distant, it is 
not surprising that there is plainly mani­
fest a hesitation about making commit­
ments long in the future. Nevertheless, 
business confidence is on the rising tide, 
a fact reflected in the strength of the 
security market, which so far as it is 
free from manipulative influences is of­
ten a good prophet. The cheapness of 
money, signally illustrated by a reduc­
tion in the Bank of England rate of dis­
count, gives opportunity for rapid ex­
pansion whenever the j>eriod of indus­
trial confusion ends and the process of 
re-establishing confidence is completed.

CLEWS’ REPORT.
New \ork, April 3. The stock mar- 

kei appears to be rousing itself from 
the dormant condition into which it had 
fallen for the past month or two. The 
Test cure has been beneficial, and the 
result is that the market finds itself 
in a sounder and stronger position than 
at any time during the current year.
I iifavorable conditions hal>e been amply 
discounted, and whatever changes have 
taken nlacc are generally for the better.
I hat there has l>een a turn in the tide 
o| market sentiment there can be no 
question, and it is now expressing itself 
in more vigorous action. Causes for im­
provement arc visible and perfectly nat­
ural. A change of greatest consequence 
j' the reviving ten den ey of trade. This 
i* jiari icularly noticeable in the iron and 
steel industry, where reductions in prices 
a ml a readjustment of wages have laid 
the basis for a fresh onward movement. 
Trade reports from various parts of the 
country are also more encouraging, and 
suggest a moderate revival in trade. 
Tariff agitation is now losing its effect.
II is already recognized that the Payne 
hill is so full of objectionable features 
that it will have no chance whatever in 
the Senate. The sooner the present use- 
h-ss and demoralizing discussion in the 
House is ended the better. The crops 
are already a matter of earnest solici­
tude. As "frequently stated in these ad 
vices, the country is in great need of 
larger crops. We not only need them 
on behalf of our own people to give 
them an abundance of food at lower 
|>rices. but we also need them for the 
sake of stimulating exports. Our ship­
ments of domestic produce for the last 
fc wmonths have been steadily declining, 
owing to relative scarcity and high 
prices. In the money market easy con­
ditions remain, not only at home, ubt 
abroad. The first of April was passed 
entirely free of the stringency which in 
former years used to regularly occur, 
at this period. The outlook for the 
stock market suggests increased activ- 
it v.—Hcnrv Clews.

He found on board the steamer Signor 
Trinche. the prefect of Messina, who, by 
order of Premier Fiolitti, came up to 
Naples to accompany Mr. Roosevelt on 
his inspection of the city.

Another passenger on board the Ad­
miral is F. (’. Selos-Selos, the English 
author and big game hunter.

Mr. Selos is an old friend of Mr. 
Roosevelt, and was given a cordial wel­
come. The well known hunter said he 
would be most happy to join Mr. Roose­
velt in big game shooting in the neigh­
borhood of Nairobi, and Mr. Roosevelt 
expressed his satisfaction at this pro­
mise of his company and the benefit of 
his experience.

A FRENCH VIEW.
Paris, April 6.—The French press is 

displaying great, interest and curiosity 
ir. Theodore Roosevelt. A majority of 
the French correspondents sent to Xn- 
ples to chronicle their impressions of 
Mr. Roosevelt say that the former pres­
ident of the United States is absorbed 
in himself. They describe his cabin ns 
filled with his own llooks and littered 
with photographs of himself and the 
members of his family.

Mr. Roosevelt talked freely, but prin­
cipally about himself and his work, the 
correspondents say, and h® manifested 
a dispostion to “preach.” In his conver­
sation he touched upon his knickerbock- 
er ancestry and his experiences as a 
ranchman in the far west.

Turning to politics, lie said he had 
t>een elected to the presidency as a rep­
resentative of honesty against the {tow­
ers of gold.
