Farther Evidences of Ontario's 
Prosperity.

THE NORTHERN EXHIBITION.
Walkerton, Oct 10. —To-day was tlfs 

second day of the Northern exhibition, and 
more unfavourable weather could not well 
have been conceived. It commenced raining 
heavily daring toe night and continued with 
alight intermissions until lets in the after­
noon. In consequence the attendance, has 
been very limited, not over one thousand 
people being on the grounds. In every other 
respect the show is the most successful ever 
held in tnis locality, and if the weather is 
fins to-morrow there will be an immense at­
tendance. There are folly throe hundred en­
tries in horses alone, comprising some of the 
best animals in the province. In heavy 
draughts there are several spleudid specimens 
of Clydesdales and English cart horses, while 
in the other classes such celebrated horses as 
Sorrel Cloud and Wondérfnl Tom are in at­
tendance. There are also several fine speci­
mens of Percherons, notably General Morceau, 
a splendid animal recently imported by the 
8t Vincent and Sydenham Stock Company. 
This animal is somewhat heavier than is 
usual in hie class, weighing over 2,000 
pounds, bnt has fine action, though perhaps 
hardly enough bone. Altogether

THE SHOW OF HORSES
is larger and better toaa can usually be seen 
outside the Industrial and Provincial exhibi­
tions. The speeding around toe ring, for 
which there are about thirty entries, will 
take place to-morrow. The show of cattle 
is also extremely large, there being over 200 
head upon the ground. The Dnrhams pre- 
domiuate. but there are some fine specimens 
of Herefords, nqtabiy those exhibited by an 
English breeder recently established at Col- 
poy’s bay. There are also a few Devons, bnt 
this class does not seem to mretqwith much 
favour among onr Northern farmers. The 

SHOW OF SHEEP
is also Very extensive, Leicesters prédominât- 
ing, with, however, a good show of Cutswolds. 
The increase'™ the number of Shropehires and 
Sontod woe shown indicates that the farm­
ers of this section are awakening to the fact 
that a finer wool is required for oor Cana­
dian manufacturers. The show of swine is 
not large, and the same may be said of poul­
try. In the first-class there are some fifty 
entries, and a few more in the latter, and 
thongh the individnal exhibitions are as good, 
probably, as can be found in the country and 
attract great attention, yet in numbers they 
are sadly deficient as compared with the 
horses, cattle, and sheep. The show of grain 
is very good lor the season, especially oats and 
peas. In roots it is extremely good, notably 
in potatoes, in which class Mr. Joseph Lamb 
alone exhibits twenty different varieties.

WEST HURON.
Goderich, Oct 10.— Thia is the second day 

of the fair, but unfortunately, the weather is 
unfavourable for a large attendance of visi­
tors. Yesterday it could not have been 
better, but last night the wind arose and 
with it dark ominous-looking clouds. Then 
the wind died out and as it did the rain came 
down oootinually until near morning, when it 
cleared off for a while. About ten o’clock 
there was a alight shower, bat the weather 
still remained threatening, and hundreds, no 
doubt postponed thoir visit through fear of a 
drenching.

HORSES.
The exhibit of horses, as might be expect­

ed, is large and good. This county has long 
been noted for the excellence of its stock, and 
although one or two of the principal exhibitor» 
last year ia not here this time, the others have 
made up for the deficiency. In heavy draugnt 
horses there are no less than 60 entries, as 
again-t 41 last year, while iu road and carriage 
horses the entries are about the same. 
The principal exhibitors in horsçs are Messrs. 
J. J. Fisher, of Col borne, and J. B. Fisher, 
Goderich. • Both show teams of splendid 
draught horses. The Exhibit of road and 
carriage horses is remarkably good, the 
entries being fully 20 pet cent, over ttose of 
laat fall. Owing to the fact that some of the 
judges forgot to oand in their reports in time 
it is impossible to mention any of the 
wiunera in either horses or oattle.

West Kent Agricultural Society, is ™ 
greas here, this being the second day.

SHOW OF LIVE STOCK,
especially iu horses, sheep, and swine, is very 
large, and the steady improvement in quality 
from year to year evinces greater care in 
breeding and feeding on the part of the farm­
er» in this district In horses, the carriage, 
agrwritaral,' and roadster clause preponder­
ate, thongh draught hones are gaining 18 fiU' 
vour here, and their number ia increasing 
yearly at the tain. All the other hogge classes 
Were exceptionally complete, and two acts of 
judges were oocuuied daring the entire day 
in making the awards. Cattle were confined 
to Shorthorns and their grades and Ayr­
shire». In the work of cattle improvement 
this district has been for many years one of 
the most backward in the province, and a 
good deal yet remains to be done in this re­
spect. The advance in cattle breeding waa 
not so m irked as in other kind» of live stock, 
still then was a good number of animals on 
the ground, and the quality was fair, with a

THOROUGHBRED CATTLE.
The farmers of this district are a superior 

clast of agriculturist, and thoroughly alive
to the great advantages of good stock. This 
is easily seen by a glance over the entries 
during the past few years. Ttiere is a con­
stant increase in the number of exhibitors of 
thoroughbred stock, while the number of 
grades das remained at very nearly the same 
figure. The principal exhibit rs in cattle are 
H. Snell & Sou, of Hnllett, and Thomas 
B- stty, Goderich. These gentlemen are en- 
thuai .«tic stock raisers who, with one or two 
others, are do ng excellent work by improv­
ing the stock in this district. They both 
show some tine specimens of Durham». In 
grades Messrs. James Stewart and W. Glut­
ton, of Coiborne, George Shipley, Clinton, 
and Buber. Medd, Wawanosh, also J. A'A. 
Gleo, are iarge exhibitois. Mr. James 
Stewart shows a splendid yoke of oxen, also 
Mr. JAcksun, of Wawanosh.

The principal exh bitors of pigs are Mr. 
James Cottle, of Coiborn-, and Mr. Jackson. 
Tde former b.ts -ome tine looking specimens 
of Poland Chinas, and Berkshire», while toe 
latter makes a good display of Suffolk*.

There is a very- tine show'of sheep this year, 
although some of tnose who catered are con­
spicuous by their absence, owing, as previous­
ly stated, to tde weather. Messrs. Creewell, 
of Tnckersmitb, John Bowieb, and E. Cres- 
well show some excellent Southd .wns. Mr. 
James Stewart, who has already been men­
tioned as an exhibitor, also shows in this 
clsss. There is a cood exhibit too of Leices­
ter* and Cotswolds.

The exhibit of poultry is very large and 
creditable, including, as it dors, all the prin­
cipal breed», such as white and dark Brah­
mas, black Spanish, Dorkings, game, Ham- 
burgs, Hondane, Plymouth Rock, Leghorns, 
and other improved breeds. Mr. W. Grieve, 
of McKillop, is oue of the largest exhibitors, 
showing in nearly every variety.

GRAINS.
Considering the backwardness of the season 

the Show of grains speaks well for the county 
of Huron. Fall wheat has not been good 
throughout the entire province, and this dis­
trict is no exception to the general rule. The 
exhibit of spring wheat, however, is very 
good. One of the largest exhibitors in this 
class is the secretary, Sir. John Varooe, who 
takes no lees than three first prizes for spring 
wheat, one tor oats, and also first for the beet 
ool.eetipn of grains. Mr. W. Swafieid, God» 
enibh' township, in the happy winzer> bt-^m' 
red tiffketjor one variety of fall wheat, and. 
'Mr. Janies Porter for another. In bsriey, 
Mr. John Bailie,of Wawanosh, takes first prize 
for a splendid sample, and Mr TbomaftHam- 
ilton, of Coiborne, second. There are some 
fine specimens also of rye, peas, flax and tim­
othy seed.

FRUITS, ETC.
The frnits, vegetables, etc., were mention­

ed in my despatch yesterday. It would be 
impossible to give even the winners of red 
tickets alone in the various articles. There 
were no less than twenty varieties of apples, 
and the specimens of pears and plnms would 
compare favourably with those exhibited at

bulls shown, the oldest being several two- 
year-olds shown by Messrs. Drew. Huff and 
Charters. Malcolm Campbell. Ridgetown, 
shews two excellent Shorthorn oowa, a 
shapely three-y.ear heifer and two calves. 
He took first on bull calf and first on cows.

THE SHKKF
are a numerons and even lot with no fancy 
animals and no scrubs. Longwools still 
predominate here, thongh the Downs are 
steadily gaining in favour andnunr era, Only 
a few of the exhibitors names could bo learned 
owing to the entire absence of breeders’cards 
or other means of information and the 
absence of the attendants most of the time. 
In Cot«wolds the names of Edward Bryen, 
Thoe. Russell, and Joun Lidster were noticed 
as pretty exteusive exhibitors, and Ewan 
McKinley, Ttioe. Russell, and Jno. Hall in 
the Leicester class. E. J. York is the lead­
ing exhibitor of Soothdowns with a flock of 
twenty-two head of prime sheep, among 
which is a pen of five imp< rted from England 
this season. Toe exhibit of 

SWINE
is confined to Berkshire» and Suffolk*, both 
of which are numerously represented. Joseph 
Nortbwood, jr., shows thr e Berkshire», 
Andrew Neill has severs, pens, and Samuel 
Telford has six young pigs under twelve 
months which it would be hard to beat at 
any ordinary show. Tiiere are a great many 
pens of very even thrifty Suffolk» with, in 
moet cases, the points and characteristics of 
their breed well preserved, and evidence of 
pretty pure breeding. Few county fairs, in­
deed, can make abetter showing of sheep 
and swine than is to be seen here to-day.

WEST SI VIGOR,
Barrie, Oct 10.—The prospecte of the 

West Simcoe fair looked very unpromising 
tins morning. From an hour Before day­
break toe rain poured down in torrents, and 
it was thougnt this would d ter the country 
people from coming in. But from dawn until 
eight o’clock, when the weather cleared, tne 
rattle ..f waggons was unceasingly heard in 
the streets, and then a steady stream of 
people was directed towards the lair grounds.

THE ENTRIES.
The total entries numbered 2,300, or a 

little more than one thou and in exces» of 
last year. Every department showed an in­
crease both in the number of exhibitors 
and exhibits, except in agricultural im­
plements, where although the number 
of entries waa almost trebled the nnm- 
ber of exhibitors rem ined stationery. 
In horses the entries were 320, the general 
purpose horse taking the lead in numbers, 
and roadsters coming next. Some splendid 
animals were exhibited. While testing the 
roadsters a valuable colt owned by Mr. 
Mid.ileton, of Bar ie, received severe injn les 
while trotting beh nd another horse. The 
first unimal waa suddenly drawn up and the 
colt dashed aga nstthe wheel, tearing its legs 
terrib y. t otn drivers escaped unhurt In 
cattle the entries numbered 180, all choice 
animals and pretty evenly distnl 
the different hr, ed*.

Strathroy, Oct. 10.—The promises of sue-

BAST LAMBTON.
Forest, Oct 10.—The ninth annual fall 

fair of the east riding of Lambton was held 
here yesterday and to-day, and waa in every 
respect the most successful held in the 
county. The entries numbered considerably 
over two thousand, and every class was well 
filled. The live stock exhibit was large, and 
showed that the farmers of this section are 
fast improving their ^breeds. Grain was 
good, but not in very great quantity. Vege­
tables and frnits were the best ever seen at a 
local fair, and in many instances were pro­
nounced to be ahead of anything shown at 
Loudon or Guelph. To day there were over 
three thousand people on the groueds. Thire 
were two hundred and ten different exhibi­
tors.

HALTON FAIR.
Milton, Oct. 10.—The weather for the last 

two days having been fine and warm the at­
tendance at the country show has been very 
large, as large, probably, aa in any lormer 
year. The ahuw of horses was excellent, as 
was also that of cattie, sheep, pigs, and poul­
try. In the last two of the above-mentioned 
classes Mr. James Main, who is well known 
st the Provincial and similar fairs, of coarse 
earned ail before h m. The exhibit of buggies, 
waggons, Ac., was creditable to the county, 
ai d wes very large. Thtngh the entries in 
dairy produce and domestic productions 
were more numerous than ever before, the 
hali on the whole looked rather bare as com­
pared with former years, the exhibit of roots 
being very small, as was also that of all kinds 
of fruit. This, however, may be accounted 
for as far as frmt Wae concerned by the 
fset that the frnit crop has been a 
general failure this season. The ladies of 
St. Andrew’s church had » large tent in the 
grounds, in which they held a very eocceasfnl 
bazaar, and between that and their refresh­
ment tabiee, whicn were well patronized 
throughout the day, they must have made a 
very respectable addition to the funds of their 
church. They give a concert this evsning at 
tbs town hall, at which Mre. Morris, Miss 
Nellie Hills'y, and other notables will ap­
pear, and which it is expected will be a great 
success. Though there were a few intoxicat­
ed persons to be seen on the grounds during 
the day they were very few, and made no dis­
turbance. Altogether the Halton county 
show for 1883 has been a decided soooess, and 
great praise is due to the Agricultural Asso­
ciation, and particularly t<> its indefatigusble 
secretary, Mr. W. C. Beatv, for the efficient 
manner 1» which they carried out their pro­
gramme.

furnished. There is no condition.under which 
it can be said to be absent, uqfeas it be from 
fire or air filtered through, cotton-bat ting in 
numerous layers. A sing^ffrop of water 
containing a germ, put in toaster boiled, fil- 
tered, and thus freed from baptçria,will grow 
murky io a day or two from top development 
of new germa. When it is, considered that it 
requires about forty billion Ap weigh one 
grain, some remote idea can }>e had of thé

the propagation of disease, and chargea 
upon-this cause, the inception and develop­
ment of very many of the ailments moat in­
jurious to man. Professor Pasteur, an emi­
nent French eavsot, hss carried hie or ginal 
and beautiful experiment» eo far, and from 
them deduced such practical results, as very 
greatly to diminish the number of cases of 
anthrax among sheep end chicken cholera 
among fowls—proving his theory that these 
ale essentially and actually germ diseases. 
These germa are carried into the system 
through the lunge, the atomaeb, and possibly 
the skin, but through the lungs chiefly.

Some recent investigations relating to the 
speed of thought are thus summed up in the
