A WIFE INTO CANADA

Concession to Those®*Now Here.
—Strict Regulations for
Immigrants.

‘Ottawa, March 31._The Govsrn-
ment has passed an order-in-council
putting = ino effect the agreement
reached at the Imperial Confarence of
1918 with regard to Hindus immigrat-
ing to other Dominions.
