Made a Second Agreement.
According to the evidence given at 

the trial the Strathcona Coal Co. en­
tered into an agreement to pay the 
miners 33 l-3e per car for all coal min­
ed. This agreement was entered into 
under the terms of the Lemieux act 
respecting the agreements of -employ­
ers with workmen and was signed by 
the duly authorized and recognized 
officers of the miners’ local union i\-id 
was assented to by District 18 of the 
United Mine Workers of America,. Af­
ter working for some time on this 
agreement the company, under threats 
of closing down the mine persuaded 
three of the miners, Hammond, Kings­
ley and Smith, to sign a new agree­
ment whereby they were to work for 
28c per ear. The 30 days' notice of a 
change of agreement provided for by 
the Lemieux act. was not complied 
with nor was the agreement signed 
by the authorized officers of the Min­
ers’ union. The United Mine Work­
ers of America protested and asked 
that a ..conciliation board be, appoint­
ed to adjust the matter. Tire company 
refused so rather than strike the min­
ers brought action against the com­
pany through the court, the miners 
claiming the balance of wages due 
them tc make up the difference be­
tween the old and new rate of wages.

Was for all the .Miners.
The defendant company claimed that 

the agreement entered into by Ham­
mond, Kingsley and Smith was for 
all the miners and that the men should 
noide by it. They accordingly paid 
into court a sum equal to the amount 
earned by the men up to 28c p'er car.

After hearing the evidence Judge 
I aylor held that the new agreement 
made by Hammond, Kingsley and 
Smith, was binding on themselves, and 
that they should receive only 28c per 
ear. He decided, however, that this 
new agreement was not binding on 
tile rest of the miners. There was lio 
doubt that the committee had exceed­
ed their authority in making the 
agreement for 28c, so he gave judgment 
for the remainder of the plaintiffs for 
33 l-3c per car.

MOURNING BY DISASTER LETHBRIDGE TRAGEDY
Details of Fate of Training Cruiser Mat-

NAME GRIEVANCESNCH IN CALGARY
Tokio, May 1.—All Japan is plunged 

into mourning by, the terrible disaster 
to the training cruiser Mntsuhima off 
tiic Pescadores Islands. Only meagre 
details have been received by the minis­
ter of marine but it is feared many mem­
bers of prominent Japanese families per­
ished wlieh the MatsuUima went down. 
As yet the names of those who lost their 
lives have not been transmitted by the 
Admiral who was in command of the 
training squadron in Pescadores waters. 
It is known, however, that the sons of 
Baron Chindo, of the foreign office, and 
Field* Marshall Ovama were aboard.

According to the latest reports only 
1U out of upwards of 300 persons aboard 
were saved. Among these were many of­
ficers of the cruiser and prominent nav­
al instructors. The Ijonts from the cruis­
ers itsukushiina and Xaspaidnte, which 
hurried to the aid of the stricken war­
ship, picked up scores of the victims 
who were struggling in the water after 
Ule Matsushima sank, and many were 
rescued badly burned aud otherwise in­
jured. ,

No Cause Assigned.
The exact cause of the explosion is not 

specified id the reports that hnvo been 
tit; 8 . ; 1 ■- •wWdt-jf* kmicu that it oc­
curred just before daybreak while the 
Matsushima was uncliorod off Mikang. 
Without any warning a great sheet 
flame burst through the dock, and high 
in the air follow ed by a terrific explosion 
which rent the cruiser asunder. The 
explosion occurred in the after magazine, 
as nearly as can lie determined, and the 
vessel immediately Ixigan to sink, stem 
first..

Those on board had little chance for 
their lives for the cruiser went to the 
liottom only a few minutes after the ex­
plosion. Those who could reach the 
.leeks plunged overboard or were thrown 
into the sea as the cruiser sank and 
many of them managed to cling to brok­
en debris until help reached them. The 
greater number of those who were lost, 
however, were carried to the boltuni in 
their berths or between decks boftivc 
they had a chance do escape. Many pro­
minent Japanese, whoso sons or kinsmen, 
were aboard the ill-fated cruiser, hur­
ried to the minister of marine to-day in 
great anxiety.
