CONVICTS WORKING 
SOUTH OF STRATHCONA

Entered House of J. W. Reid but Did 
Not Take Any Articles—Camp of 
the Men Has Been Found.

(Friday’s Daily.)
Though the R. N. W. iM. P. are of 

the opinion that they are close on the 
trail of convicts Atkinson and1 John­
son, who escaped from the Edmonton 
penitentiary, «no sight of the men 
themselves has been seen by anyone, 
as far as reported, since they scaled 
the prison fence on Tuesday morming 
last.

Every night, however, the reports of 
thefts at different places east and 
south of Strethcona leads to the opin­
ion that the men are working towards 
Wetaekiwin. On Tuesday night they 
are supposed to have entered the 
house *f Richard Ottewell ; on Wed­
nesday night the house of R. G. 
Hodgkins and early this morning the 
report reached the R. N. W. M. P. 
and city police that a man had en­
tered the house of J. W. Reid, about 
12 1-2 miles south of Strathcona, and 
after lighting a match and looking 
around, again departed. This hap­
pened about 2 a.m., but though Reid 
set the dogs on the intruders there 
was no further trace.

Early this morning a report was wir­
ed to the city that new tracks were 
seen on the C. P. iR. right of way 
about lour miles south of Strathcona. 
The tracks Were made after the rain 
started and were going south. .

The R. N. W. M. P. this forenoon 
found the camp in which the men are 
supposed to have slept last night. It 
was in the brush about four miles 
south of Strathcona and when found 
this morning the fire was still warm. 
This leads the police to 'believe tfiat 
they are close upon the trail of the 
convicts.
