reserves. While the Allies have 
reached and are prepared to maintain 
their full strength while awaiting the 
coming of America’s great army, the 
enemy’s resources are diminishing, 
and at the very moment when the 
military situation demands that they 
increase. -This shows, concludes the

CHANCELLOR MICHAELIS A ip.

DRESSES REICHSTAG.
AMSTERDAM, Oct. 9.

Chancellor Michaelis in an address 
to Reichstag Alain Committee yes­
terday, as reported in Berlin despatch­
es, replied to thç charge that, officials 
had undertaken a propaganda for a 
new fatherland party which ip carry 
ing on a movement in favor of a 
"‘German Peace.” The Chancellor laid 
down the principle, which applies to 
Prussian officials as well as those 
connected with the Imperial Govern­
ment, that all are free in their pre­
sent opinion and. permitted to belong 
tq any party, as long as the Empire 'is 
not endangered thereby. In their 
present activities, officials should ob­
serve reticence sp that the public may 
not lose faith in their impartiality. 
To force or induce subordinates to 
adopt an attitude in favor of any par­
ty, the Chancellor continued, would 
be to abuse official positions. This 
will not be permitted, the Chancellor 
said, and obedience ' to this principle 
will be enforced in cases brought to 
his attention. As regards the army, 
the Chancellor said all propagandas 
will be excluded. The Government of 
the Federal States are endeavoring to 
regard all political leanings with 
complete objectiveness, and to do full 
justice to every political opinion, said 
the Chancellor. I adopt this attitude 
because I am convinced that every 
political party honestly desires to do 
its best for the commonwealth. It is 
to be greatly regretted that • this 
mutual faith has been pushed into the 
background in the course of the con­
troversy of the last few weeks, and 
that mutually antagonistic forms of 
propaganda should have been the re 
suits. Every German readily and 
gladly iriakes the sacrifice of blood 
or treasure demanded from him.

Helfferrlsch explained he had con­
cluded his statement at the plenary 
session on Saturday when he left the 
platform, so that the general report 
that he had broken off his speech on 
being interrupted by the Left was er­
roneous. He said no fault could be 
found with the subject matter of his 
speech, and that It fault were found 
with the tone it must be remembered 
that before uttering the words he had 
been greeted with not over friendly 
shouts.
