Retirement of Rêv. Db. Jennings 
from the Ministry.—The esteemed pas­
tor of the Bay-street C. P. Church, 
Toronto, has, on account of ill- 
health, been permitted to retire from the 
ministry. Rev. Dr. Jennings is a veteran 
clergyman. Licensed in Scotland in 
November, 1837, and ordained for the 
Canadian mission field in July of the 
succeeding year, he came to this country 
immediately afterwards, and in the endu­
ing December received charge of the con­
gregation with which he has remained 
connected up to the present.. Rev. Dr. 
Jepningshas done a great amount of 
missionary work in the country about 
Toronto within a large radius. In the 
winter of 1839-40 he preached the firs^ 
Presbyterian sermon north of Lake Sim- 
coe. For some time past he 
has suffered very much from 
bronchitis, which has lately developed 
into asthma. He leaves his congregation 
on the best of terms with both elders and 
people, and great regret is expressed that 
he has been compelled to cease to bo their 
pastor. It is proposed to give him a re­
tiring allowance of 8800 a year.

London, March 12.—The weather this 
morning was very unfavorable for the 
entry into London* of the Duke of Edin­
burgh and bride. Blinding snow pre­
vails, and the ground is covered three 
inches, deep -but despite those drawbacks 
great crowds, fully equal to those which 
gathered to witness the procession on 
account of the thanksgiving services for 
the recovery of the Prince of Wales, 
have assembled along the route from 
Paddington station to Buckingham 
Palace, to greet the Royal couple. The 
railway trains from tho country are 
crammed "wilfi people, and .the City 

nearly deserted, almost every­
one having none to the West End. 
Vehicles of all descriptions are excluded 
from tho route and streets in the imme­
diate vicinity.

Evening.—The programme u as strictly 
carried out. Notwithstanding tho un- 
propiticus weather, their Royal High­
nesses rode in open carriages. The 
enthusiasm as the Duke and his bride 
passed by. was intense ; cheer followed 
cheer from one end of the route to the 
other. On their arrival at Buckingham 
Palace, the Royal party appeared un­
covered upon the balcony, and were 
greeted with every manifestation of 
loyalty and affection by the people, 
whose number at that point is estimated 
at 60,000.

To-night the entire West End was bril­
liantly illuminated, and dense crowds 
blocked tho streets. A torchlight pro­
cession of medical students marched to 
Buckingham Palace and serenaded the 
Royal pair.

The Caledonian Railway is blocked by 
snow, several trains being buried in the 
drifts. The fall of snow has been unpre­
cedented along the line of road. In some 
places the station houses are covered, the 
chimneys only appearing.

Lecture on Prohibition.
On Thursday evening an able and in­

teresting lecture was delivered by the 
Rev. Dr. Davidson, in the Good Tem­
plars’ Hall. Subject—“ Objections to a 
Prohibitory Liquor Law Answered.” 
The attendcnce was fair, but not as large 
as might have been expected. Rev. Mr. 
Howie occupied tho chair ; and, after 
prayer, and a few remarks on the present 
aspect of tho temperance cause, introduc­
ed thé lecturer.

Dr. Davidson on ^taking tho platform 
said that temperance was not now what 
it was some ten 6r twenty years ago, 
when men were only bound to keep «rom 
drinking the stronger drinks. It was 
now found that men could get drunk on 
Leer as well as whiskey. Tho question 
of temperance was very widely engaging 
public attention at the present day ; it 
occupied the thoughts not only of church 
members and ministers, but politicians 
and the public generally. . Our own Legis­
lature, although they had not tho power 
to pass »• prohibitory liquor law, had as 
a House petitioned the Dominion Gov­
ernment to take the whole question into 
their hands, and tho Government had 
appointed a committee to procure infor­
mation on the subject. The weight and 
influence of the population demanded 
that the Legislature take such a step as 
would rid them of the curse of intemper­
ance. The law by its strong arm could 
put down the sale of liquor and shut up 
£he manufactures. It was stated that
such à law, if passed, could not be carried 
out. He said undoubtingly that it could. 
He would consider the objections to a 
prohibitory liquor law calmly and cand­
idly. There was never an important 
reformation effected without a mighty 
battle having previously to be fought 
between principle and pecuniary inter­
ests. The first objection that he would 
answer was that such a law would in- 
volvé an interference with the rights of 
private individuals. A man might say 
he does as he pleases. But this principle 
was limited. As long as a man pleases 
to do right, he may do what he pleases ; 
but the law continually stepped in to 
limit his actions ; and tho lecturer gave 
several instances of this. It was said a 
man might do what ho liked with him­
self hud his own ; but tho law did not 
allow a man to abuse even his own cat. 
The Duukin Act was on the right prin­
ciple, but it never worked altogether sa­
tisfactorily, because while in one town­
ship no liquor was sold, yon could go into 
thé next and get as much as you liked. 
The Dunkiu Law was one instance of 
Government interference with liquor­
selling ; another was that no one was 
allowed- to sell liquor to an Indian. One 
of tho latest laws enforced the close of 
liquor shops at seven o’clock on Satur­
day night. This is Called regulating the 
traffic. He said it was an exercise of 
the * principle of prohibition. Another 
objection was that if a prohibitory law 
were enacted it could not be enforced. 
He was not afraid of that. If the carry­
ing out of the law were put in the hands 
of honest men, the law could be gener­
ally enforced. True, it might be occa­
sionally broken. The heat and most 
stringent laws had been often broken, 
but that did not prove them wrong. 
What wouldbethe state of the commnni'y 
if we were to abolish all laws because they 
were occasionally violated ? If there 
were no liquor manufactured there would 
net be much smuggled into the country. 
The objection that suph a law would be 
an act of gross injustice to the men who 
manufactured and sold liquor, he met by 
saying that it would be far better for the 
nation to compensate these men for any 
loss they might sustain than let things 
go on in their present state. He gave as

It 
was said a prohibitory liquor law would 
seriously affect the revenues of the 
country. He admitted that, for the 
amount of money that went into the ex­
chequer for taxation on drink was en­
ormous. However, this objection was 
only half true. The revenue for a time 
might be affected ; bnt an immense sav­
ing would be effected of the money now 
laid out for jails, magistrates, policemen, 
lunatic asylums, <fcc., &o., for tho repres­
sion of the vast amount of crime that 
w.as caused by drink. Seven-tenths of 
those confined in asylums owed it to 
strong drink. Ought we to perpetuate 
such a thing ? Let the strong arm of 
the law work the cure. Moral influence 
alone had been tried for over half a 
century, and to-day tho black flag flies 
as defiantly as before. The only way of 
putting a stop to this curse was to throw 
a legal harrier in the way,—to “ding 
down the rookery, that the crows may 
not build again.”
