According to a comparative state­
ment issued by a Montreal tanning 
company, since December, 1907. to 
date, there has been an increase of 
125 per cent, in the price erf . native 
steer hides used in the manufacture 
of harness -and belting leathers, and 
from 75 to TOO per" cent, increase in 
other varieties of hides used for sole 
and upper leather in the manufac­
ture of boots and shoes. This, it is 
claimed, explains why one pays more 
now for his shoes than five, six or 
seven years ago. It is an understood 
fact that shoes have been steadily 
advancing in price as the leather 
market advanced. Harness and belt­
ings also have risen in value- . It is 
predicted that shoes and other leath­
er manufactures will soon take an­
other jump upward.
