of the crow, he pushed out for the mys­
terious craft. Getting near by, he saw- 
through the port-hole a man at the 
stand, as though keeping a log-book.

He goes down among 
the shipping, and says to the men lying 
around the docks: “Which of these 
vessels sails today?” The sailors ans­
wer: “Yonder is a Vessel going to Tar- 
slilsh.

Tree Trunks as Filters.

“A well-know Austrian engineer, M. 
Pfister,” says the Railway Review, "is 
stated to have discovered a remarkable 
property of the trunks of trees, namely, 
that of retaining the salt of sea water 
that has filtered through the trunk In 
the direc.ion of the fibres. He has con­
sequently constructed an apparatus 
designed to utilize this property in ob­
taining potable water for the use of 
ships’ crews. This apparatus consists 
of a pump, which sucks up the sea 
water into a reservoir and then forces it 
into the filter formed bly the tree trunk. 
As soon as the pressure reaches 1.5 to 
2.5 atmospheres the water is seen—at 
the end of from one to three minutes, 
according to the kind of wood used— 
to make its exit from the other extrem­
ity of the trunk, at first in drops and 
then in fine streams, the water thus 
filtered being potable, freed, in fact, 
from every particle o fthe usual saline 
taste which is such a drawback to water 
obtained in the ordinary manner.”
