of Judgment.

Fredericton, Nov. 23—The ap­
peal division of the Supreme Court 
of New*Brunswick in a judgment 
shortly before noon today, dismissed 
the appeal of the Workmen’s com­
pensation Board, in the case . of the 
Bathurst Company Ltd., which con­
tested the principle of the board’s as­
sessment under the New Brunswick 
Workmen’s Compensation Act, with 
a matter of $20,000 or more involved, 
assessments which the Bathurst com­
pany objected to paying.

; The judgment, which was read by 
|Sir J. Douglas Hazen, Chief Justice, 
was prepared by Mr. Justice Chand­
ler, who sat with the appeal division 
in hearing the case, which was an ap­
peal from the judgment of Mr. Just­
ice Grimmer, sitting in the chancery 
court. Sir Douglas concurred in the 
judgment, and, after reading it, de­
clared the appeal was lost, Mr. Jus­
tice White dissented.

Fredericton, Nov. 23—Regarding 
the judgment in the appeal court 
concerning the Workmen’s Compen­
sation Act, the facts, are that they 
declined to make an estimate as re­
quired by the Act and they claimed 
that not submitting an estimate to 
the Board, the effect was to remove 
them from being an industry under 
Part, 1, to being an industry under 
Part 2, and they would not be liable 
to an assessment by the Workmen’s 
Compensation Board, but would be 
liable directly to their employes in 
case of accident.

The Compensation Board, claiming 
to the contrary, made their assess- 

•ment and brought action to enforce 
payment.

The question mainly was over an 
interpretation of the act principally 

: over sections 57 and 61. The court 
found that these sections were in­
consistent, if not irreconcilable, and 
followed section 61 rather than 57. 
In effect the judgment decided that if 
a company neglects to give the esti­
mate and information required by 
thy Board, that company really pas­
ses from the jurisdiction of the 
Board in regard to an assessment.

The ruling of the Court in the case 
wifi be of widespread interest to em­
ployers generally, the lumber inter­
est in particular having recently 
voiced their protest against what 
they claimed were the arbitrary as­
sessments permitted under the Act. 
The Court finds that the respondent 
company had no opportunity of be­
ing heard before the Board when the 
assessment was made, and that they 
had a right to redress before a judge 
at chambers; and also finds that un­
der the circumstances of the case 
they had no jurisdiction, over the 
respondent company, -
