“Government Contracts Not to Be Filled

New York, Dec. 30.—The Sun’s special
London cable says: There is a move -
ment afoot to bring Parliamentary pres-
gure to bear upon the Government to
compel the promulgation of a rule con-
fining contragts in the Government de-
partments to British subjects who pay
taxes.

William O'Brien Exposes One T Ireland’s
Hated Landlords.

London, Dec. '30.—Mr. William O’Brien
bhas unearthed a shrewd dodge on the
part of the Marquis of Sligo to extort
poor rates even from the poorest of his
tenants. Under the grovisions of the
Land Act, when the vrﬂuatiuu of a ten-
ant is under the £4, the landlord must
pay the poor rates instdad of the tenant.
Lord Sligo, however, has grouped his
tenants who pay less than £4 for their
holdings as tenants in common, and in
this way he is enabled to skin even the
£1 holders out of the ppor rates. . The
Marquis of Sligo draws £20,000 a year
from his estates in Irgland, and from
this exposure it is easy' to see how he
does it. ! '

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2 DROWNED AT HOLYHEAD.

The Osseo Driven Ashore in the Darkness

Fall.
London, Dec. 80.—The British barque
Osseo was wrecked in a gale at Holy-
head early Sunday morning, and with her
perished her entire erew of 26 men.

The Osseo was driven ashore bakck ‘of
the Holyhead breakwater. Her signals
of distress were first heard by, the' coast
guard about 4 o’clock in th® morning.
At that time it was pitch dark and
great waves were washing over the
breakwater.
being washed iuto the sea, the guard
proceeded along the breakwater and,
having rigged up the rocket apparatus,
began firing life lines in the direction of
the wreck.

The faint. light of th: rockets soon
disclosed the fact that the veasel had
broken in two amidships and that the
mainmust Lad fallen, crushing the lives
out of several of the crew. A few sur-
vivors could be seen clinging to each
half of the vessel, and their pitéous
cries for help could be heard above the
roar of the storm. After many failures
the coast guard succeeded in firing a
line over the wreck, but by that time
all on board had perisked. A lifeboat
vainly tried agaia and again to approach
the wreck. Not a vestige of the' barque
could be seen to-day, and there is no
progpect of any salvage.

Thompson’s youngest child was
burned to death, another child severely
burned and his wife badly burned about
the body. Thompson, who was perfectly
nude when he escaped from the house,
hastily placed his wife and burned ehild
in an old building, and started for a
neighbor’s. The thermometer registered
unearly 40 below gero, and Thompson
was frozen to death before he reached
the house,

Wrecks O Lancashire.

Boats mnd wreckage washed ashore
on the coast of Lancashire indicate that
the British barque Laweswater has been
lost. She left Garston in tow Dec. 21
with 16 perabus aboard.” The hawser
-‘with which she wap being towed parted
in a gale and the tug took refuge at
Llandudno on Dec. 22, aince which noth-
ing has been heard of the Loweswadter.

The gale of the last two days did en-
ormous damage on the coasts of North
France, Belgiym and Germany. Seven
large sailing * vessels were towed into
Bremerhaven in & badly battered con-
dition. ~-Several coasters stranded, and
somje of the seamen aboard were ‘lost.
The 'Ostend-Dover steam packet ser-
vice was suspended yesterday and to-day.

LORD CHURCHILL' s CONDITION,

No Hopes of His Recovery Eatertained—
The Cause of His Breakdown. §

London, Dee. 380.—Lord Randolph
Churchill’s condition this evening was
reported unchpnged.

The World’s correspondent made spe-
eial enquiry at the Dowager Duchess
of Marlborough’s town house, where Lord
Randolph Churchill is lying ill, and was
informed by the doctor in attendance at
the time that the present revival of the
patient’s strength and the partial re-
turn of consciousness can only prove tran-
sient, and that his physicians would not
be justified in holding out the smallest
hope of recovery.

It wps mentioned last week that bad
speculations in South Africa had increas-
ed Churchill’s mental worry and acceler-
ated his ‘physical breakdown. Since
then, and during Lord Randolph's recent
ill-fated tour, these investments took a
good turn, and he is $150,000 richer
than he started.

It has been a subject of widespread re-
mark that Lord Salisbury never :sent to
enguire after the invalid until this remiss-
ness had been made a subjeet of comment
in the press. He and Churchill had not
been on speaking terms since the latter
resigned the Chancellorship of the Ex-
cheyuer in Salisbury’'s Cabinet.

It is recalled here in England that it
was Lord Randoiph Churehill, who, seven
years ago, rather brutally wrote of Mr.
Gladstone as ** An old man in a hurry,”
and to-day it is the most absorbing of
London society's questions whether
Lorcd Randolph live even to see
New Year.

One of Five in a Hiack Struek Amidships

Her husband, Harry Ewins, who played
the clown, King Rat, had to appear dur-
ing the rest of the performance as if
nothing had happened.

What makes the pathetic tragedy more
than of local interest js the fact that
the doctors testilied at the inquest that
the woman's death was undoubtedly
cawsed by tight lacing, The pressure
was so great that her heart stopped
beating.

CANADIAN EXPORTS INCREASING,

Returns From the Buffalo Customs House |-

Show the Effect of the New Tatiff
en Canadian Trade.

Buffalo,. Dec. 29.—The Buffalo Customs
is generally regarded as a good barome-
ter, indicating the trade with Canada,
anC as most of the imports entered here
are from Canada, the customs report has
unusual interest. It is-shown by official
figures that not in 16 years have the
imports entered been so small as in 1894,
The value of goods entered this year
subject to duty was/but $1,781,697, and
the duties collected $472,244, The goods
entered free of duty amounted in value
to $980,601, while the year previous they
were valued at $643,626.

Since the adoption of the new ‘tariff
there has been a very large impetus to
the Canadian trade. This is best shown
by & comparative statement of the value
of the entries of goods free of duty for
the four last months of 1894, as compar-
ed with 1893 :

It is also shown that during the last
four months of 1894 the decrease in cus-
toms collections has been but $8500, as
compared with the previous year, while
the decline in the\ preceding eight months
was fully 3275,006, indicating with the

4 CHAPTER IN THE BOOK OF POOR
HUMAN NATURE.

Walter Orser From Near Orillla Thinks
He Was Cut Out to Be a Sharper and
Is Easily Swindled By Other Sharpers
—The Dishonest Fool Two Hundred
Dollars Poorer. ’

Of all methods of swindling known to
man it is safe to say that none even
attained -the popularity of the gZreen
Zoods swindle., Unlike other swindlers
the green goods men have made prey
only of the dishonest, and have lived
well nevertheless on the money sharped
from would-be sharpers.

The ldtest dishonest fool is Walter
Orser ¢f Jarrett’s Corners, Medonta
Township, County of Simecoe, and he
subscribed exactly $200. This $200 was
a portion-of the family estate bequeathed
to him by his father, who died & short
time ago., Orser is a mixture of rustiq
cunning, blinding greed and childlike
credulity. In conducting the business the
fish was not scooped up at random, He
was angled for as the expert fisherman
angles for the wary, trout, but he bit
like a sucker.

A week ago, according to the story,
Orser told the pelice yesterday he was
visite] by Hugh Barrie,a former Orillia
horse dealer, of persuasive manner, who
unfclded to him a scheme by which his
wealth might be increased many fold and
the world be none the wiser. It was the
old story of counterfeit bills so closely
resembling the original that the most
expent bank clerk would be deceived, and
to prove his assertion Barrie produced a
$10 Bank of Commerce bill, ‘which Orser
vowed did logk genuine. !

$1000. Worth for $200. :

Barry then #gld Orser that for
sum of he
fchase ,  $1000 * orth of these
bills, and every, one as good as the
sample, produced. The young farmer bea
came enchanted with the scheme, and
readily consented to accompany Barrie
to Toronto, where he, Orser, would be
introduced to the gentlaman who manu-
factured the spurious bank notes,
for whom Barrie represented himself to be
acting as agent. :

Barrie and Orser came to the eity by
Saturday’s morning train and registere
at the Hulse (House, York-street. The
morning ‘was spent in seeing the town,
fand when 4 p.m. arrived, the hour fon
the consumntion of the deal, Orser waa
$10 short of the requisite amount. To
show his disinterestedness, Barrie prof.
ferred the loan f wufficient money to
make up the sum, wihich the sharpers
would only consent to swindle him out
of, and his offer was accepted.

A few preliminaries were disposed of,
and the gullible farmer handed his good
bhard cash to his companion, and await«
ed with longing eyes the expected five-
fold. His companion slipped the two
hundred dollars into his pocket, and asks
ed to be excused while he stepped into
a side room, where, from the depths of
a vault, he was to secure the green
goods. Orser awaited his companion’s
return, and at the end| of an hour, when
he was yet awaiting in vain, the fact
that he had been swindled slowly
to report his . loss at detective head-
quarters.

He could mot give the name of the
principal in the swindle, but furnishegd
a fairly, accurate description of him, and
arrests will in all probability be made
to-day. 4

Only Omne of a Kind.

These records of green goods swindles
which constantly crop up prove that the-
silly depravity to which the business
appeals is general enoughyto be treats
ed; as a mocial disease, Thig Jatest “guy,’
or} rogue, is but a representative of &
great multitude more, for he is only &
tresh victim succeeding a long process
wion of others of his kind who have al«
réady enriched the green goods swindlgrs
during many years, This means that
there are in Canada thousands of
parently reputable men, such as Orser,
who are rogues at heart, and that the
criminal disposition is so strong in them
that thay are the casy prey of the ras-
cals who tempt them by pretending to
offer them the means of gratifying it,

The green goods swindle is old.. It came
in with the gencral use of bank bills as
money, pnd it has been practised for
many yecars without much variation in
its methods. These have been gxposed
in the newspapers often  and
completely, That there should be
left in the country & single fool able to
reand and write the English language,
who would still be caught by the trick
would seem inconceivable if experience
had not shown that the credulity of
greedy rascale is frequently as great as
their depravity. They think to jmake
dupes, yet they themselves are the most
easily duped of all, The distinctly crime
inal disposition, contrary to populag
opinion, only very rarely goes with in«
tellectual eoundness of even the aver«
age depth, Even the green goods operae
tors simply pursue, without any original
variation, & ewindling business which
some fellow of low shrewdness devised
for them.. on the theory that his owg
rascality was representative of like dee
pravity in a large number of people,
