The following letter whifch we find in 
the Homestead, is the first testimony 
against ensilage which we base ever 
seen from a man who spoke from bis 
own experience t

It seems strange to me my experi­
ence is the reverse of all I can glean 
from all agricultural reports. I took 
hold of the subject with great expect­
ations, built my silos of board above 
ground, and when my corn was in con* 
dition I had it cut in the most approved 
manner and packed away. I never put 
away so much in so little a space before 
and never expect to again. I opened 
the silo November 1, 1881 ; it contained 
about 400 tons. I found its condition 
to be as good as any I ever saw, and , 
was happy. I had seen ensilage from 
most of the leading pits in the coun* 
try ; so considered myself a judge of 
its condition. The day we opened it 
we commenced feeding ; my cows took 
hold of it with a relish ; so they do 
now, after feeding on it for four months 
with the addition of three quarts of 
meal, eix quarts of bran and one-half 
quart of oil meal per cow a day.

Now, then, for the result. My cows 
have not given the same flow of mille 
and have not gained in flesh ; nor did 
they look bright and clear as they 
did last winter fed on corn, cut and 
cured in the field, drawn to the barn, 
run through the" cutter and dressed 
with the same proportions as this win­
ter—meal and bran. A falter, bright­
er, clearer lot of" cows could not be 
found than I bad last spring. This 
winter, I am sorry to say, it is the re­
verse. What’s the cause ? I say, ensil­
age. A few days back my cows were 
doing poorly, and looking as though 
they would like to tell me that if they 
had some sweeter food they would do 
better. I ordered the food changed to 
ensilage for breakfast, barley grains for 
dinner, cured cornstalks for supper, 
with one quart of meal and two quarts 
of bran intermixed at each meal ; and 
today 40 cows sb >w an increase of 60 
quarts of milk against one week ago. 
Why is it? Lost winter I nîijUio thought 
of the subject. They milked well, 
looked sleek and became fat. Butchers 
sought them. The butchers don't 
trouble me now. I did not change the 
caws’ feed. They consumed all l gave 
them and seemed satisfied. It wa« 
not so this winter ; they seemed to 
long for something else.

Hay 1 have now only for ray horses, 
and let me say here, by way of an 
experiment on feeding ensilage to 
horses, 1 bought a mare for a few dol­
lars, eight years old. Her only trou­
ble was wind founder. 1 had her fed 
ensilage ; she held her own for six 
weeks and died with a throat disease. 
I can't say ensilage killed her, hut 
know that my other horses were all in 
hne condition and did not take the 
maligont diphtheria.

My place is of easy access from New 
York. My farm contains every iov 
provement of modern ingenuity ha* 
devised, even the silo. Every one is 
welcome. I can show as good ensilage 
as there is in the country, and as poor 
*tock.—[George W. White,Etlingviile.

This virus girm can be 
cultivated. If a healthy hen in inocu­
lated with it she turns sick and dies. 
Rut if the is kept for a fortnight or a 
month, and the hen inoculated, she 
will then escape the deadly cholera 
altogether,—just as a vaccinated per­
son escapes small-pox. From this 
fact, proved by numerous experiments, 
it seems probable that inoculation may 
may be practised with benefit in relu« 
tion to all kinds of virulent fevers. 
Similar investigations have been made 
with reference to the frightful cattle 
disease which has been so. ruinous in 
England, Germany, Russia, France and 
other countries. Complete 
has attended the experiments of M. 
Pasteur. A 4 Vaccine’ of the most 
dangers feverous has been prepared 
which protects sheep, cattle and 
horses ; and now the vaccination of 
with this milder virus is becoming 
general. What Jenner did in regard 
to small-pox Pasteur is likely to do 
for cholera, typhoid and other fevers.

2 0488— It is reported that recent experi­
ments in Philadelphia have.proved that 
it is possible to propel street cars 
emoothly and rapidly by the expansion 
of powerful steel springs, the difficulty 
of giving a uniform and perfect temper 
to the metal having been overcome. 
The company controlling the patents 
makes the following claims: The motor 
consists of six springs coiled upon a 
cylinder. Each spring will be made of 
a flat bar of steel 300 feet long, 6 inches 
wide and , inch thick. These springs 
are tempered by the new process is 
so uniformly and so delicately that 
their power is simply tremendous. 
After first being coiled so that their 
diameter is 18 feet they are tempered, 
and then wound up until the diameter 
is 7-i feet. In this condition they are 
placed upon the motor truck and the 
appliances of the patents adjusted. A 
stationary engine at the terminus of 
the road then winds the springs to a 
diameter of 40 inches, and it has been

Butter.

1. The cream should be removed 
from the milk before the latter has 
become sour. The reason for this is 
essity explained ; as soon as the milk 
begins to turn, curd is produced, aad 
it is then impossible to remove the 
cream without taking off some of the 
curd also. Cürd means cheese, and it 
curd is made up with cream into but­
ter, the latter must necessarily have a 
cheesy flavor, and will in a very short 
time become4 strong’ and very inferior 
in quality.

2. As soon as the butter makes its 
appearance, and while still in a granu­
lar state, the buttermilk should be run 
off. Plenty of cold water should then 
be thrown into the ohurn, and the 
butter washed by turning the churn a 
few minutes ; two or more lots of 
water should be used until the butter 
is thoroughly cleansed. Butter is 
frequently damaged by over churning ; 
it is quite an error to suppose that 
after butter ence forms, more ean be 
obtained by further churning ; every 
revolution after the granules are about 
the size of Indian corn or small nuts, 
deteriorates the quality.

3. Butter should not be touched by 
hand. The water should be expelled 
by means of a butter worker.—Journal 
Agriculture-

Feed roa Laying Hens.—A correspon­
dent aska : • Can hens be made too fat to 
lay ?’ Yes, indeed. Fat hens rarely lay. 
If hens are fed so much or so often that 
they begin to fat rapidly, they will soon 
stop laying. He asks again : « Is therm­
ally thing better than corn to make hens 
lay T' No food is better than Indian corn 
or ground corn (Indian meal) to fatten 
hens, and of course it should be fed spar­
ingly to laying liens. If hens do not lay 
aud are tat, feed them but once a day—-at 
at evening just before going to roost— 
giving wheat screenings, buckwheat and 
oats in snch proportions as you judge best.
