Some ure Seni
in from New Hampshire and Vermont
Those which come from other parts ol
the country - Maine, Illinois, Michigan
lowa, New York and Nova Secotia- are
oalled ¢ stock ' eggs, and only sell for
about hnif the price of ‘fresh’ ones.
These ‘Stock ' eggs flood the market
along March, April and May, and hun
dreds of thousands of them are stored
during the spring in cold houses. In
July and August, when eggs are scarce
they are brought out and sold. Your
grocer will tell you, if you complaiz
of the poor quality of his summer eggs,
that the trouble is due'to the fact that
that they®vill not keep in hot weather,
but ‘the truth piobably is that the
eggs he sells you were laid at least three
months before. The Massachusetts
farmer can generally find a good mark.
et for their fresh eggs, and seldom hold
them for a raise.’

* What is the process by*which eggs
pass from the haads of the farmer to
those of the retail dealers ?’

FI'll tell you how it is. You
wmostly all the eggs that come to marke!
are collected from farmers who keep
just a tew hens. The custom is to let
the women folks take eare of the chick
ens and all they make they have for
pin money. The farmeérs’ wives sell
their eggs to the buyers, whose busi-
nees it is 1o drive around the country
und collect them. The country stores
deal’n good deal in egge which they
get from the farmers’ wives in ex-
change for goods, and eell to buyers for
money. The l.uyers pay about 22 ceuts
& dozen for eggs that sell for 35 cents
in the market to day. They ship these
eggs to the wholesale dealers, who pay
25 to 26 cenlz for them, and in turn
sell them to the retail men at 30 cents
a dozen. A few of the wholesnle deal
ers have large poultry farms and raise
chickens on a big scale, breeding the
beos Lo lay the duikest possible rate.
One or two poultry farms stamp their
eggs with their names. It you go to
the Hotel Vendome and order half a
dozen boiled eggs, you will find each
one wuvked on the end, *Orrocco
Poultry Farm,’ in indelible ink. This
is intended as a sort of guarantee of
theif freshiness, the proprietors of 1he
farm assuming responsibilicy for every
one of their eggs.’
