The Honorable the Municipal Council, Coun-
ty of Annapolis;

GENTLEMEN,—T have the honor to submit
the first annual Medical Report of the Coun-
ty Insane Asylum,

Having been appointed by the Committee
of Tenders ahd Public Property to act as
physician to the County Asylum, I entered
upon my duties February 10th, 1895, and
have continued my professional services to
the present time.

Present number of patients, 26; females,
14; males, 12; admissions during the whole
year, 35; left or discharged, 6; home on
trial, 6; removed to Alms House, 4.

There has been very little sickness of a
serious character, and no deaths. My at-
tendance, unless called for special cases, has
been once and twice a week, on which occa-
sions I visited all the wards and spoke to
every patient individually.

For the most part the patients are quiet
and well behaved; there are, however, three
or four exceptions, who are subject to vio-
lent paroxysms of excitement and have to
be seperated from the rest and put under
gentle restraint. For the latter class I
should sttongly recommend the preparation
of a padded room.

The attendants that we have had, under
the supervision and with the assistance of
Mr. and Mirs. Clarke, have managed and
cared for the patients in the kindest and
most efficient manner, and nothing has been
left undone that could add to their health
or comfort.

The house in eyery part has been kept
clean and tidy, the cooking well done, and
the food wholesome and nourishing.

Doctor Page has made his regular visits of
inspection, and although I had not the plea-
sure of seeing him personally, yet I under-
stand that he expressed himself as well sat-
isfied with the'working of the institution.
In conclusion, | beg leave to say that I
consider our County Asylum is in a most
efficient state in every way, well equipped,
and under the care of trusty and energetic
attendants.

The sickness has been scarcely up to the
average, and in consequence the medical at-
tendance re("t‘xired has not been as much as
usual, yet | have made 82 visits, and put up
87 prescyiptians.

All the cases of illness under my charge,
and also the weak and infirm among the
aged, have been well and faithfully nursed
and cared for by Mr. and Mrs.” LeCain.
The house has been kept in a good sanitary
condition, and al} necessary repaira prompt-
ly attended to. I have heard no complaints
as regards diet or cooking.

In conclusion, I beg leave to thank the
committee on Tenders and Public Property
for the assistance they have always been so
willing to render for the benefit of the un-
fortunate class which the county has placed
under our gare,
