The Late W. R. Campbell.

The Times, Daily News, Standard, and all
the leading London papers write in paying
tribute to the late W. R. Campbell. The
following iateresting sketch is from the
Daily News:

There was interred in Highgate Cemetery,
London, on Tuesday afternoon, January 10,
the remains of W. R. Campbell, the general
manager of the Dominion Atlsmtic Railway,
who died on Sunday at the early age of 49
He was one of the brilliantly clever young
men educated by the North British Railway
over 30 years sgo, when it was not the system
of to day. That band of young men included
the Hon. David Hunter, general mansger of
the South African Government Railways,
and his brother, James Huanter, the assistant
general manager of the same property;
James Thallon, the manager of the Queens-
land Government Railways, and now a Cem-
missioner of rallways in Australia; more
notable still, David McNicoll, the passenger
traffic superintendent of the vast Canadian
Pacific system; and lastly, W. R. Campbell,
who, frem being secretary of a small line in
the fruit growing districts of Nova Scotia, be-
came geperal manager of the well-known
Dominion Atlantic system of Canada, which
links New Eogland and the maritime pro-
viaces of the Dominion together by a Pullman
car service, and the fastest twin-screw pas-
senger fleet in the whole of North America.

A man of exquisite taste, a pas-
sionate lover of music, a railway lawyer,
who won one of the most difficult cases ever
presented to the Privy Council, he was the
esteemed friend of many American and Can-
dian statesmen, and was as well known in
Lozdon as in Canada. He was in some de-
gree the cause of a friendly reciprocity be-
tween the United States and Canada. The
maritime provinces, and Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick owe to him much of their
present development and prosperity.
