Members of the Ojibwa tribe of Indians
are today most commenly called “Chip-
pewa.” The old men of the tribe will tell
you, however, that the word Chippewa is
a corruption of their true tribal name
“Qjibwa.” Through the efforts of Scientists
this latter term is gradually confing in use
again.

Qjibwa Indians would not understand -

you, if you pronounced “Ji-shib” as it is

spelled, for they pronounce it “ She-sheeb.” -
