The following extract is from a letter written by & converted Eskimo,
addressed to Paul Egede, the son of Hans Egede, the miuxsiunar_\’:

““ Your people know there is a god, the creator and upholder of all
things, that they will be either happy or miserable according as they
shall have conducted themselves here, and yet they live as if they were
under orders to be wicked, and it was to their honor and advantage to
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
