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The 4th Seplember, Pilgrimage of St. Patrick's, Que~
bec., — The fourth of September reminded us of the best days of Ju-
ly. The weather vas splendid and we had no less than 2500 pilgrims.
Three organized pilgrimags s came to St Anne on that day: that of
Stfoseph of Levis, that of the Orgun Chorr of St-Roch, Quebes, and
that of St Latrick’s, Quebee,

We were especially pleased to see the latter, orgamzed by our col-
lexgues i Quebee, 1t is true that the sons of St. Patrick came to us
every year under the nave of the Catbolic Foresters : but for over
twenty years they had not come as a parish. “This happy retumn to the
customs was due to the initiative of Rev. Father Henning, the new
superior of St-Patrick’s community and the pastor of the parish.

Rev. Father Henning came at the head of 700 of his parishioners
by the 8.30 train, He was accompanied by two other Fathers, Rew.
Fathers Debargy and Gutberdt. At 10.30 he sang High Mass, the third
one sung that morning. Rev. Father Debargy, the same who came to
preach on the feast of Ste. Anne delivered the sermon. At 2,30 p. m.
the last meeting took piace and at 4.50 the pilgrims of St-Patrick’s
returned by train, satistied and happy ! Aw revoir !
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Private pilgrims apd American visitors. — Between the
5™ and the 10", the days passed without bringing any new pilgrimage.
On the other hand the cars landed, four times a day, a good many
private pilgrims who came to say their prayers to Ste. Anne.

At 11, o'clack especially, we have regularly from 100 to 150 tou-
tists most of whom are Americans and Protestants, who are attracted
to this spot and who, we are bound to say, visit it with much respect
and interest. These visits to the shrine of the great Thavmaturga of
Canada have already Ited, in many inst , in conversions and
ina return to the true Church. Moreover Saint Anne rewards them.
In fact one case is cited where a person who came here ill was radi-

<ally cured by merely touching the relic at the moment of departure.
