berî'ies, and 50 varieties of currauts, and gooseberries. There were
soine very fine fruits aînongst these whiceh 'vere wvel1 adapted te the
cliniate of this country. Tilere %vere expeî'iments being made te test
wvhicli of tliese vaî'ieties Nvould stand best, and a caî'eftul selection of'
sucli would bo eînpleyed in cross-feî'tilizing ; tlmuis hoe heped te got
îuseful and lhardy fruits.
