If anyone should propose to fix the
rental of real estate by law it would
be regarded as awsurd, yet this state,
in common with many others, main-
talns a legal rate for money, and a
member of the legislature thinks he can
confer a favor on borrowers by reduc-
ing the legul rate from ¢ to 9 per cent.

from the piace where it Is not in de-
mand to the place where it 18 it s
always ina certaln sense a monopoly
artlcle : while caupital moves easfly In
response to demand, and consequently
there are no such vartatlons jn the
rate of fnterest between different lo-
calitles as there are in real estate rente
Jds. Interest laws are a survival of
hie period when comimerce was unde-
sctoped and borrowing was for the re-
Hef of destitution. The greatest favor
that the Iaw can do the class of small
borrowers, who do not now get the
lowest terms, Is to afford capitallsts
every cncouragement to lend. leaving
the rate of intevest perfectly (ree, and
affording awmple facilities for the col:
lection of debts, The competition of
fenders will then lower the rate of {n-
terezt whirh the law will always fail
to do~Notw York Journal of Com-
meree.
