NOTICE TO CONTRA CTORSO

Sealed tenders addressed to the undersigned and
endorsed " Tender for the St. Lawrence Canal," will
be received at this office until the arrival of the
eastern and western mails on Tuesday. the 25th
day of September next, for the construction of
two locks, and the deepening and enlargement of
the upper entrance of the Galops Canal, and for
the deepening and enlargement of the summit
level of the Cornwall Canal. The construc-
tion of a new lock at each of the three interior
lock stations on the Cornwall canal, between the
Town of Cornwall and Ma ple Grove; the deepening
and widening the channel way of the canal; con-
struction of bridges, &c.

A map of each of the localities together with plansand specifications of the respective works, can bc
seen on and after Tne.day, the llth dey of Sep-tember, next, at this office for all the works, andfor the respective works at the following mentioned
places:-

For the works at Galops, at the Lock-keeper's
house, Galops. For deepening the summit level ofthe Cornwall Canal, at Dickenson's Landing; andfor the new locks, &c., at lock-stations Nos. 18, 19 and
20, at the Town.of Cornwall. Printed forms'of ter-
der can be obtained for the respective works at the
places mentioned.

In the case of firme there muet be attached theactual signatures of the full name, the nature of tue
occupation and residence of each member of the
same, and further, a Bank Deposit Receipt for thesum of $6,000 must accompany the tender for theGolope Canal Works, and a Bank Deposit Receit
for the sum of $2,000 for each section of the works
on the summit level of the Cornwall Canal; and for
each of the lock sections on the Cornwall Canal, aBank Deposit Receipt for the sum of $4,OCO.

The respective Deposit Receipts-cheques will not
be accepted-must be endôrsed over to the Minister
of Railways and Canals, and will be forfeited if the
party tendering declines entering into contract for
the works at the rates and on the terme stated in
the offer submitted. The deposit receipts thus sent
in iii b. returned the respective parties whose
tenders are not accepted.
