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As a reassurance to FSCA members in 
other dimes, it must be noted that 
spring has suddenly burst into Ottawa; 
the trees are in leaf, lilacs are about to 
explode into bloom and glorious scent, 
and violets tremble in the corners of 
gardens in preparation for invading the 
lawns that surround them. Even after 
a relatively mild winter, the prospect of 
new grow-th in Ottawa still comes • as a 
delightful surprise. 

The Association continues to deal 
with issues that affect its members. 
There were 322 citizenship question-
naires returned from foreign-born 
spouses; the statistics have been com-
piled and the report is almost com-
pleted. Within the next month, it will 
be presented to the Secretary of State, 
the Honourable David Crombie, and the 
Secretary of State for External Affairs. 
At the same time, Bob Pennock, Pro-
gressive Conservative M.P., is in the 
process of presenting a Private 
Member's Bill to the House of Commons 
on the subject of citizenship for foreign-
born spouses of government 
employees, particularly those of the 
foreign service and the military. We 
have been invited to meet with him. 

Our concerns with the current Trien- 

nial Review of the Foreign Service 
Directives have been discussed with 
Departmental representatives, and 
those of the Professional Association of 
Foreign Service Officers. A copy of them 
has been sent to the Public Service 
Alliance of Canada. Lloyd Pochopsky, 
Head, FSD Benefits and Allowances 
Section, addressed FSCA members 
and their guests on the FSD's in April, 
alerting them to quirks in the direc-
tives, and impressing on them their 
individual responsibility to become 
familiar with the directives that so 
clearly affect their overseas lives. 
Those present included people who are 
preparing for a first posting as well as 
those who have a number of overseas 
assignments behind them; each one 
learned something new! 

The issue of pensions for foreign ser-
vice spouses is still of concern, so a new 
group is being formed to discuss it with 
people who will be involved in making 
decisions. 

The fourth annual Arts and Crafts 
Exhibition took place in the Crush 
Lobby on April 14 and 15, and had 
several hundred visitors. The Associa-
tion is pleased to organize this event 
to demonstrate the creativity and skill 

of so many of our colleagues associated 
with the Canadian foreign service. 

And finally, as the summer ap 
proaches, the nominating committeE 
is assembling a slate of nominee: 
interested in serving on next year': 
executive. If you are returning tc 
Ottawa this year, you may want to con 
sider joining other members of  you 

 community to address issues, effect 
change, or simply have a lot of fun wiif 
friends.
