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alternatives. Also included is a special section dealing with the 

specific problem of cataloguing Canadian books in countries abroad. 

It is hoped that this collection of introductory Canadian studies 

bibliographies and the annexed report on the procedural aspects of ordering 

Canadian books from abroad will help its readers to alleviate, at least 

partially, the problems they may have already experienced in their efforts 

to locate and purchase suitable pedagogical material on Canada and that it 

will facilitate and assist its readers in their future studies of Canadian 

subjects. 
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
