contained in an exchange of notes which took place in Washington on Septembe
25, 1950 and February 16, l951.*

As a resuit 'of surveys of aircraft operations between San Francisco ai'
H1onolulu, it lias been found that a slight relocation. of Stations "N" and '4V
to the south would provide improved meteorological, searcli and rescue, trafll
control and communications service for these operations. It is proposed tha'
Station "N" be moved from its present location, 330 North-135* West, to, 32"30
North-1350 West; a distance of about 30 miles; and that Station "U", nO«%
located at 280 North-1450 West, be moved to 27*40' North-145* West, a distance'
of about 20 miles.

The Department of External Affairs is requested to inform the EmbassY
the Government of Canada agrees to these changes.
