UN Human Rights Bodies 

The UN network of human rig,hts bodies may be viewed as falling into two categories: 
1. legislative and policy-making bodies and 2. implementation and monitoring bodies. 
Hoveever, functions can overlap, especially in the cases of major legislative bodies whose 
agenda combines policy and implementation questions.
