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LNTEGRATED REPORT ON THE CANADIAN STTJDIES PILOT

IN EASTERN EUROPE

1. Summary of Activities

In the fail of 1998, four young Canadians were sent to universities in Eastern Europe for
one semester, to either establish or to strengthen Canadian Studies initiatives in the region. Anna
Vanicek was assigned to the Masaryk University in Brno, Czech Republic; Adam Zanna to the
University of Bucharest in Bucharest, Romania; David Kukurin to the Pazinany Catholic Church
University and the University of Budapest in Budapest, Hungary; while Marketa Geisier was sent
to the Comenius University in Bratislava, Siovakia. From their feed back, thc following is thc list
of activities undertaken to that aim:
