RAILWAY MAIL SERVICE
ALLEGED DISCRIMINATION AGAINST CAN-

ADIAN NATIONAL RÂILWAYS

Mr. W. J. WARD (Dauphin) moved:
That, in the opinion of tbis House, there should bé

no discrimination againat the Canadien National
Railways in the carrying of mails.

He said: Mr. Speaker, it will be recalled
that during the progress of last session I
placed the following question on the order
psper:

Whist percentage of the mail of Csnada la being
carried by the Canadian Pacifie railway between
eastern Canada and the Pacifie coast?

The answer to the question was:
Expenditure on accounit of the riliway mail service

for the whole of Canada for fiscal year, 1922-23:
Canadian Pacifie railways....$3,683,232 80
Canadien National railways. 3,178,411 02
Other railways... .... ........ 615,839 07

It wili aiea be recalled that foiiowing the
reply ta this question, a regular avalanche of
teiegrams and petitions and reslutions poured
sito O'ttawa frasu ail parts of Canada de-
manding the removai of what was at ieast
believed ta be discrimination against the
National Railways in tihe carrying of mail.
Aimost immediateiy faikswing the appearance
of the said question on the order paper, I
was invited fia visit the office of the deputy
minister. On visiting his office, I was in-
formed that everything was being done at
that tirne ta remave what appeared ta be
discrimination, and ta make as neariy as
passible an equai division of the mail carry-
ing business of the country between the two
great railway systeme. However, not being
sqatîsfied ini my own mind that, ail was being
done that might be doue, this year I plseed
on the order paper the resalution thst is now
before the Hause. In order that I might be
enabled to give a fair stateinent of the
situation as it. actualiy existe, I have seoured
from the Post Office Department some figures
that, while they may not ail be strictly relevant
ta the subject matter, I think will be of in-
terest to -the House, and probably more so
ta the country. I will ask ta have this state-
ment piaced on Haneard in order that the
figures can be grasped intelligently.

Hon, gentlemen will kindly note the track
miles of the two great railway systems ini the
Dominion osf Canada are as follows: track
miles of the Canadian Pacifie Raiiway
Comipany, 13,579; and of the Oanadian
National, 19,975 milee. Now I would direct
the attention of the House ta the track miles
used. In the case of the Canadian Pacifie,
13,172 miles are used; in other words, just
400 miles lees than the mileage actually
constructed; but when we come ta the
