WHEAT—REQUEST FOR RENEWED SALES
EFFORT

Mr. G. W. Baldwin (Peace River): Mr.
Speaker, I have a question for the Acting
Minister of Industry, Trade and Commerce.
Has the attention of the minister been called
to the fact that there has been a large wheat
sale by Australia to China, worth $137 mil-
lion? Will the government now persuade the
Canadian Wheat Board to renew its efforts to
make other sales to China and other coun-
tries, and will the government give some
assurance of the fact that, aided by construc-
tive proposals from this side of the house, the
problems with regard to storage and trans-
port will indeed be solved?

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr.
Speaker, I wish to direct a question to the
Prime Minister. In view of the announcement
made in Quebec by the Minister of Agricul-
ture that a chairman has been appointed for a
National Grains Council, does this indicate a
restructuring of government policy with
regard to the marketing of western Canadian
grain?

Right Hon. P.-E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
No, Mr. Speaker. The National Grains Council
is a council that we had talked about a great
deal during the election, and this is the fulfil-
ment of the promise we had made.

Mr. Gleave: As a supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker, would the government at an
early date give the house some information
on the terms of reference and the financing of
this council?

Mr. Trudeau: Yes, Mr. Speaker. I believe
the Minister of Agriculture will want to make
public some information on this subject.

Right Hon. P.-E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, I do not feel that we have
