ZONING IN METROPOLITAN AREAS-
NATIONAL CODE

Mr. R. N. Thompson (Red Deer): Mr.
Speaker, is it possible to ask a supplementary
to a disallowed question?

Mr. Thompson: Mr. Speaker, my question
is related. I should like to ask the Postmaster
General whether be intends to clarify govern-
ment policy regarding the zoning of major
metropolitan areas in Canada, to eliminate
the present confusion in large corporations
which depend upon their mail.

Hon. Eric W. Kierans (Posimaster General
and Minister of Communications): Mr. Speak-
er, there is no need whatsoever for any con-
fusion. What bas happened is simply that the
zones which presently exist shall remain. We
expect and hope that all business firms will
use them. In the meantime, as part of an
interim study made by one of the task forces,
we find there is a possibility of having a
national code for all Canada, which would
make it much more feasible for us to auto-
mate the entire post office.

Therefore in order to judge the feasibility
and economics of a national code, while we
are making a judgment we have preferred
not to continue with additional zoning in
other municipalities such as Vancouver,
