HOUSING

ASSISTED HOME OWNERSHIPS PROGRAM-REQUEST FOR
INCREASE IN FUNDS

Mr. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa-Whitby): A supple-
mentary to the Minister of State for Urban Affairs. In
view of the fact that the housing legisiatior, we passed
shortiy before the recess contained within it a proposai to
assist home ownership, and since there is a reiatively
smali amount of money set aside for that purpose, can the
minister, as a means of ensuring a greater flow of money
into the construction of homes for people of average
income, undertake to substantially increase the amount
of money going into this aspect of the home ownership
program?

Hon. Ron Basf ord (Minister of State for Urban
Affairs): The assisted home ownership program would
help those earning between $6,00O and $1,000 a year to
purchase homes at rates which go down to 6 per cent. The
sum of $134 million was set aside for this purpose and
since the iegislation only became operative for practical
purposes in August, we have not neariy expended that
$134 million. So at this point of time the question is
hypothetical.
