PROPOSED DELAY IN CONSTRUCTION 0F PIGGYBACK
TERMINAL IN WINNIPEG PENDING ENVIRONMENTAL

STUDIES-MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Dan McKenzie (Winnipeg South Centre): Mr.
Speaker, I rise on a matter of urgent and pressing necessity
pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 43. My
motion relates to the CNR locating a piggyback terminal in
southwest Winnipeg adjacent to a residential area and as
the Department of the Environment study completed ear-
lier this year is now obsolete due to the Minister of Urban
Affairs granting a loan to the Manitoba government to
buiîd housing west of the terminal and in light of the fact
the city of Winnipeg bas sent a telegram to, the federal
government protesting the terminal being located on
Wilkes Boulevard, I move, seconded by the hon. member
for Dauphin (Mr. Ritchie):

That this House instruct the President of the Privy Counel to rescind
the Order in Council granting CNR the funds to buiîd and that the
Ministry of Transport direct CNR to hait all proceedings and caîiing for
tenders until the Department of the Environment completes a new
environmentaî study and that alternate sites be expiored.

Mr. Les Benjamnin (Regina-Lake Centre): Mr. Speaker,
I, too, rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43 on a
problemt that you and I and many farmers in western
Canada have. In view of the fact that the Canadian Na-
tional and Canadian Pacific Railways have decided not to
run trains on certain branch bines in western Canada for
weeks or months this winter and that this arrangement is
agreed to by the Minister of Transport who also happens to
be in charge of the Canadian Wheat Board, would you
believe, and since farmers are being toîd they must deliver

carload lots of malting barbey to, another rail line, resulting
in 30 to 40 miles of extra hauling, and hundreds of Canadi-
an Wheat Board shipping orders being unfilled, if I may
have uanimous consent from both sides of the House I
would move, seconded hy the hon. member for Winnipeg
South Centre (Mr. McKenzie):

That this House calis upon the Minister of Transport, in charge of the
Canadian Wheat Board, to require the raiiways to operate trains
throughout the winter until ail outstanding wheat board shipping
orders on any given subdivisions have heen f illed.

PROPOSED STUDY OF DAIRY POLICY AND CONTROL 0F DAIRY
PRODUCT IMPORTS-MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Léonel Beaudoin (Richmnond): Mr. Speaker, under
the provisions of Standing Order 43, 1 ask the unanimous
consent of the House to move a motion dealing with an
important matter of pressing necessity.

In view of the alarming content of the federal govern-
ment's new dairy pobicy which seeks to reduce production
of industrial mibk by at îeast 10 per cent while increasing
the import of dairy products, primarily cheese, and since
this will inevitably resuît in a substantial reduction of the
producers' revenues and automaticaby raise consumer
prices, I move, seconded by the hon. member for Belle-
chasse (Mr. Lambert):

That this House consider immediateiy this new dairy poiicy which
affects very unfavourably ail Canadian producers and consumers in an
economy which is aîready stifiing them, and that it require the govern-
ment to change immediately its agricuitural poiicy and take such
measures as controls over imports which, protect Canadians rather than
weaken them in severai ways.
