AGRICULTURE
STABILIZATION PAYMENTS FOR BEEF PRODUCERS

Mr. Maurice Foster (Algoina): Madam Speaker, my ques-
tion is for the Minister of Agriculture. In view of the serious
financial problems facing beef producers this fali with
dramatically increased input costs and prices reduced, is the
minister prepared to recommend to cabinet that a substantial
stabilization payment be made to these bard pressed pro-
ducers, and that this assistance wiii be announced in tbe
budget on November 12?

Mr. Hnatyshyn: And wiIi be resign if that does flot happen?

An hon. Member: Again.

Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): Madam
Speaker, tbe bon. member knows that finished beef is a
commodity about which a recommendation bas to be made
when tbe year ends for that product. That recommendation
will be made cencerning stabilization. I arn sure tbe hon.
member knows that tbe Canadian Cattlemen's Association
have recommended, net the statutory 90 per cent of the Iast
five-year average, but 95 per cent or 100 per cent of tbe Iast
five-year average. If I go tbat way, 1 have to have cabinet
approvai, etc.

Mr. Epp: Wbat is tbe etc. business?

Mr. Whelan: The other way, just using the statutery 90 per
cent of the last five-year average would need no payment for
beef. Farmers bave bad low income over the past four years
and unless you move te either 95 per cent or 100 per cent of
the last five-year average, it would mean no payment. We are
considering that.
