ELECTRIFIED WHEAT,

The World recently called attenton
to a remarkable experiment in wheat
growing, made on a fleld at Cricksea
Hall Farm, near Burnham-on-Croucl,
England. On July 19 the fleld was, in
the presence of five witnesses, sow->d
with seed which had been specially
treated by an electrical process dis-
covered by Mr. J. J. Melville, a sclen-
tific expeft: Five days later the crop
was visible and the first ears appear>d
on Sept. 16. The latest reports affirm
the crop to have been as fine "8
dny sown this year under normaj con-
ditions, and the result of the experl-
ment, if confirmed by the more exten-
sive trials to be made next year, wiil
make it possible to have two crops a
year, one sown in March, the other in
June, bLesides conferring other import-
ant benefits on the husbandman. This
conclusion certainly confirms the be:
Hef that people to-day are living in an
electrical age.

Mr.  Suter, the farmer who made this
interesting experiment, has told the
story of his part in it in a plain, simp'e
way, and speaks highly of Mr. Me.-
ville, who treated the seed by his secret
process. This is explained as an eie’-
trical treatment lasting for three
weeks, which brings about a change in
the condition of the seed and stim::-
lates its fertility.
