The official
reason of Mr. Bryce’s visit was'that ne
came to talk about -the proposed arbi-
tration treaty . between ‘the [U. S. and
Great Britain. It is pfractically certain,
however, that Mexico entered into the
tonversation. It is believed-.that the
ambassador explained to-Mr. Taft the
lapding ' of’ British marines at ‘San
Quintin, Mexico, last week. He was
able ‘to tell . the president that = the

In conmection with Mr. Bryce's visit,
a-puggestion-that there might be joint
intervention. in Mexico by the U. S.

It was
pointed ‘out that any such joint inter-
vention would be construed as an ac-
knowledgement by the U. S. that th's
nation :is unable to handle the situa-
tlon, and that it would be almost'an
abandonment. of the Monroe doctrine.

Intervention: Means War, :

President Taft has shown to leaders
of both the senaté and house the confi-
dential correspondence deallng witn
Mexico. He feels that eince the. lead-
ers in congress_ have' practically. all
the information he has; it is thair

duty to .take any further action. The

president has let it ,be k»nowrj “that no
U. 8. troops would cross;the line un-
less authorized -by congress, and Sed-
retary of War . Dickinson  confirmed
that setatement to-night. :

No one.here doubts that intervention
would mean war. War in Mexico, the
president’s advisers~gay, would mean
a conflict that would rage for months,
probably years. The topography qf
Mexico, the mountains, the insufii-
cient means of quick communication

and a dozen other things t,»hat,musti

be figured, would haye to be met. In-
tervention would me&n a long drawn-
out struggle, in which the Mexican
federals and the Mexican insurrectos
might  soon be found fighting side by
side. Furthermore, intervention wou'd
be likely to dissipate all the good feel-

ing that years of careful diplomacy ;

has created between the U. S. and

the Latin-American countries.

No Excuse For Intervention.
